2. The thesis is devoted to the problem of the development of primary school students’ self-organized learning
ability by means of computer technologies. The state of theoretical and practical study of the problem has been
analysed. The relevance of the research is in changing the demands of society and the internal needs of the
education system. The focus on the New Ukrainian School basic principles implementation and the new global
challenges associated with the COVID-19 pandemic led to an increase in the degree of students’ independence and
the development of their self-organized learning abilities. The creation of favourable conditions corresponding to
the modern educational concept is connected with the transfer of the school to the mode of development based
on implementation of innovations in all spheres of life. One of the ways to create such conditions is the use of
computer-based learning tools. The results of the analysis of scientific research, primary school educational
process and own pedagogical experience made it possible to identify a number of contradictions that actualize the
research of this problem, namely: - between the conservative character of the traditional education system, which



remains knowledge-oriented, and the need for developing a student’s personality as an open system capable of
self-development and self-organization; - between the separation of natural (technical) and humanitarian
knowledge, which belong to the content of primary school education, and society’s requirement to develop a
complex of integrated competencies, in particular informational and communicative ones; - between the need to
develop a personality of a student who is capable of lifelong learning in accordance with his /her own development
trajectory, and the existing approaches to him /her as an object of influence, rather than a personality capable of
self-development and self-organization; - between the computer as a means of learning for the teacher and
students and as a means of self-education and self-organizational activity. The scientific novelty and theoretical
significance of the research is that for the first time: - the pedagogical conditions of the development of primary
school students’ self-organized learning ability were substantiated and experimentally verified (development of
positive motivation and emotionally-valuable attitude to e-learning; creation of self-educational activities within
the educational process for the development of general educational skills and abilities; creation of computer-
oriented educational and developmental environment; encouragement of self-control in the process of learning); -
the process of implementing the pedagogical conditions for development of primary school students’ self-
organized learning ability is modelled, which includes motivational, cognitive and content, operational-active,
evaluation-reflective components that reflect the purpose, principles, tasks and content of the process of the
development of primary school students’ self-organized learning ability; forms (pair work, group work, video
lessons, interactive lessons, video conferences, excursions, virtual laboratory, lessons-competitions, individual
game classes), methods and means of work (independent work, student portfolio, quest, keeping reflection diaries,
‘Aquarium’, chat discussions, conversations, ‘Microphone’, creative tasks, working with an electronic textbook,
‘Teaching-learning, self-presentations, game design, educational games, research games, blitz games, Case-
method) under conditions of distance learning; the criteria (motivational and targeting, cognitive-informational,
procedural, personal-resultative) and indicators for determining the levels of the development of primaryschool
students’ self-organized learning ability (elementary, sufficient, high, creative) have been specified. The main
concepts (self-organized learning, computer learning technologies) in the context of primary school educational
process have been clarified; the content, methods and forms of the development of primary school students’ self-
organized learning ability have gained further development. In the process of research, the basic concept of
‘development of self-organized learning ability’ was clarified as the actions of an individual, aimed at organizing the
learning of educational material, the development of abilities, skills and competences, which is carried out through
the implementation of self-processes.Students of Brody Secondary School No. 1, Pidvolochysk Secondary School
No. 1, Ternopil Bohdan Lepky Secondary School No. 14 and Secondary School of I-III Grades N222 named after Oleg
Olzhych participated in the research. Insufficient level of the development of self-organized learning was
determined with the help of diagnostic methods (observation, questionnaires, conversations, studying the results
of educational activities, surveys) at the ascertaining stage of the experiment.
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
