2. The dissertation is devoted to the philosophical rethinking of the concept of political security as a category of
political philosophy in the context of modern lobbying. The study deepens the understanding of political security
by analyzing its relationship with lobbying, which is seen as a multilevel mechanism of influence that combines
economic, political, informational and symbolic aspects. Modern global politics is characterized by a high level of
interdependence between states and non-state actors. Corporate interests and lobbying practices have become
transnational and have a significant impact on the formation of the security agenda at the national and
international levels. New challenges - from cybersecurity to hybrid threats - are emerging that require a
philosophical understanding of security not only as a military-strategic category, but also as a political and
philosophical category that encompasses political stability, protection of democratic institutions, human rights
and the rule of law. The study of the role of lobbying in this context is timely and important, as it highlights how
hidden mechanisms of influence of private interests can undermine or strengthen the political security of the
state. The study emphasizes that lobbying in the security sector is not limited to the promotion of corporate
interests, but is an indicator of the transformation of power in the modern world, where traditional hierarchical
models are giving way to networked and distributed structures. This is especially noticeable in the digital age,



when control over information flows is becoming a key factor in shaping security policy. The author draws on the
ideas of leading thinkers to theorize the phenomenon of political security. In particular, the concepts of Karl
Deutsch, Michel Foucault, Jean Baudrillard, Barry Buzan and others are used. Karl Deutsch emphasized the
importance of communication and political community for ensuring stability: security is associated with the
formation of common values and networks of trust between actors in international relations. Michel Foucault
analyzed the relationship between power, knowledge, and security - through the prism of his concepts, he showed
how the state uses the security discourse to normalize social behavior, and how non-linear networks of power
(including lobbying influences) permeate the political space. Jean Baudrillard proposed a vision of security as a
simulacrum, that is, an artificial model of reality: society can live in a world of simulated threats and images of the
enemy that do not always correspond to reality. This explains how political elites or interest groups are able to
construct “hyperreal” threats to achieve their own goals. Barry Buzan (Copenhagen School) introduced the
concept of securitization, a process where a certain issue becomes a security issue through appropriate rhetorical
framing. This approach highlights how the language of threat and state of emergency is used to legitimize special
measures (up to and including derogations from democratic procedures or international law) under the slogan of
protecting security. The combination of these diverse concepts creates a solid theoretical and methodological
foundation for the study and allows for a comprehensive examination of political security in relation to lobbying
practices. The peculiarity of the dissertation is an in-depth analysis of how the concept of security is transformed
in the modern political context under the influence of economic interests and lobbying practices. The author
emphasizes that the traditional understanding of security as an exclusively military-strategic category no longer
corresponds to modern realities, where security policy has become a complex process that includes economic,
social, information and technological dimensions. The dissertation focuses on the internal contradictions of
modern security strategies, particularly in the United States, where the declared principles of non-use of force and
respect for international law often diverge from actual political practice, which is shaped by powerful lobbying
groups. The author argues that lobbying not only influences specific decisions, but also shapes entire national
security doctrines, changing the very idea of what is safe or dangerous. The study includes an analysis of cases that
illustrate how lobbying has influenced security decision-making in various US administrations. The author
thoroughly examines examples of military campaigns and large-scale international conflicts that were initiated or
supported by active lobbying intervention. This aspect reveals the mechanisms of how lobbying structures can
manipulate public opinion, generate threats or create threat simulacra to achieve private or corporate interests.
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
