2. Modern sociolinguistic, linguistic-cultural, and cognitive trends in the study of the linguistic representation of
social statuses have made it necessary to generalize and systematize social status markers in the lingual world-
views of fictional characters. The scientific achievements of the humanities today have made it possible to describe
social status markers as a system of syntagmatic (set, bundle, combinations of simultaneously operating social
statuses), paradigmatic (verbal and non-verbal means, techniques, mechanisms that serve to express social status
in lingual pictures and echo pictures of the characters' world, the evolution of their social status in certain
language and cultural scenarios) and epidigmatic (in cases of ambiguity of the means) relations. The purpose of this
dissertation is to present the phenomenon of lingual objectification of social status in the artistic picture of the
world as a system organized on the basis of syntagmatic-paradigmatic relations with elements of epidigmatic
relations. The achievement of this goal was preceded by a number of tasks that the applicant solves: 1) to
investigate the theoretical foundations, specificity, history of studying the problem of expressing social status in
the linguistic world-view of a literary character, to determine the essential nature of the means and mechanisms of
its expression; 2) to analyze a number of literary texts of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries in order
to select the means of character verbalization and character non-verbalization that act as markers of the social
statuses of characters in linguistic world-views; 3) to clarify the typology of social statuses that are purposefully
labelled by the domestic authors of the analyzed texts and to systematize structurally, pragmatically and
semantically heterogeneous means of objectifying the social status of a literary character; 4) to outline the ways in
which verbal and non-verbal markers of social status interact with related categories of language and speech in
literary and artistic discourse; 5) to determine the dominants of social and status characteristics of characters in
the author's artistic speech of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. The object of paper is the means
of expressing the social status of a fictional character in the lingual picture of the world. The subject of the study is
the correlation of the subsystem of social statuses of a literary character and the subsystem of their verbal and
nonverbal markers expressed by linguistic means, according to the principles of the syntagmatic /paradigmatic
dichotomy. The source of the material selection was 10 literary texts of the late nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries (of the same era) by six authors (Olga Kobylianska, Ivan Karpenko-Kary, Lesia Ukrainka, Volodymyr
Vynnychenko, Anton Chekhov, Vira Inber) who purposefully worked on realistic coverage of the social and status
characteristics of central and some secondary characters through character verbalization and character non-



verbalization.For the purpose of stylistic comparison, the material from 4 texts of the diplomatic sub-style of
official business style was also used. In total, the card index contains 1815 linguistic signs of different structure and
aspect-linguistic affiliation (from phonetic units to text fragments): 1302 verbal markers and 513 non-verbal
markers, which are used by writers as means of verbalizing different social statuses of characters.
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
