2. The dissertation is devoted to elucidating the impact of construction practices on Ukrainian national identity in
contemporary realities. To this end, the role and practices of key agents of national construction—such as the
state, parties and elite groups, civil society organizations, the media, networks of intellectuals, religious
organizations, external actors, and the family—are examined in detail. The author traces the history of the
construction of Ukrainian national identity from 1991 to the present, with particular emphasis on how Russian
aggression has influenced this process. Scientific novelty lies in the conceptualization of the phenomenon of
Ukrainian national identity as a space of cultural and symbolic meanings that is formed within specific practices
and sociocultural contexts of construction. The most significant achievements that specify the novelty of this
research are as follows.For the first time: the specificity of Ukrainian national identity has been defined as a
discursive construct that is structured around such “nodal points” as language, history, culture, and foreign policy,
the definitions of which become the subject of symbolic struggle. It has been revealed that this symbolic struggle



takes place between two projects of constructing Ukrainian national identity — the “Central European” and the
“post-Soviet” projects, each of which establishes its own rules and interpretative codes for these nodal points;
based on the heuristic principles of social constructivism and discourse theory, the specificity of Ukrainian
national identity has been revealed as a space of pragmatic activity of various “interested” actors who possess
different instrumental capacities for legitimizing the markers of Ukrainian national identity. The role of such actors
as the state and its institutional system, political parties and elite groups, civil society organizations, the media,
networks of intellectuals, religious organizations, foreign actors, and the family has been characterized; on the
basis of sociocultural analysis, the contextual conditions of practices for constructing Ukrainian national identity
prior to the beginning of Russian aggression have been clarified. It has been established that throughout this
period a symbolic struggle took place between supporters of the “Central European” and the “post-Soviet” projects
of national construction, none of which was able to achieve ideological hegemony in society. The reason for this
lay in the lack of sufficient political-administrative and symbolic power among the representatives of each of these
projects; the main transformations that occurred in Ukrainian national identity and in the practices of its
construction after the Russian aggression of 2014 and the full-scale invasion of 2022 have been identified. It has
been demonstrated that these events created a structure of opportunities for the “Central European” project of
national construction to achieve hegemony. By instrumentalizing the mass rejection of Russia’s actions, the
representatives of this project were able to obtain sufficient political-administrative and symbolic power and
disseminate their vision of identity within society; the features of state (official) construction of Ukrainian national
identity in contemporary realities have been revealed through an analysis of the practices of the Commissioner for
the Protection of the State Language and the Ukrainian Institute of National Memory. It has been determined that
the activities of the Language Ombudsman and the UINP are aimed at creating the “proper” Ukrainian — fully
Ukrainian-speaking and supportive of the “national-liberation” historical narrative. This approach is intended to
establish a symbolic boundary against everything Russian and to ensure a high level of citizens’ loyalty to their
state. It has been found that the key practices of the Language Ombudsman consist in comprehensive monitoring
of citizens’ language behavior across all spheres of public life and in processing complaints regarding violations.
The UINP, in turn, focuses on achieving ideological hegemony by organizing and participating in cultural events,
conducting activities in the cultural sphere, and producing recommendations and expert conclusions. Improved:
the typology of the main theoretical and methodological approaches to the study of national identity in socio-
humanitarian knowledge has been refined. The main emphasis is placed on highlighting the features of
contemporary constructivist approaches; the understanding of the history of studying Ukrainian national identity
in domestic scholarship has been enhanced. Characteristic features and the influence of social context on research
on this topic are identified; Further developed: the classification of the main agents involved in national identity
construction has been further developed. The key role of the nation-state in this process is emphasized.
