seen in the aspect of the continuation and transformation of traditions of narrative prose, the problematics and
poetics of the narrative prose are characterized, the forms of the tradition assimilation of the family novel-
chronicle are described in the fiction of G. Grebenshchikov; the features of the novel with a key in the novel V.
Krymov "They lived well in St. Petersburg", features of the genre of the psychological novel, the novel of the writer
and Utopia trilogy V. Krymov "For the millions" and the novel "Fuga" are marked; the place of the Russian
emigration fiction of the 1920s - 1930s in the literary process of the time is established; results are the
