National
philosophy is not only rational constructive element of recent modernism, but also narrative of historical and
philosophical school of thought. Social and historical experience of two last centuries shows that the nation as
unique display of social universality through its peculiarities has become directness of mankind. It was established
historically that through interaction of nations the mankind has started to realize its planetary nature and
continues these processes in the form of globalization. Taking this into account, we can conclude that not conflicts
with nations lead to globalization. On the contrary, globalization processes will be implemented if the nation
performs a creative philosophical function.
