The
emergence of this magazine was one of the manifestations of the performances of various sectors of society,
particularly young people, against the traditional Puritan morals and values that were approved on this basis. After
the Second World War in Western Europe and the United States not only completely solved "women's issue", but
also reviewed the repressive nature of public morality, which is imposed on the person a huge number of
prohibitions and taboos. In the center of intersexual and interpersonal relationships extends sexuality as an
expression of the vital force of the individual and their means of self-identification and self-determination. "Male"
magazine brings in the media discourse erotic, pornographic and partly the beginning and causes to redefine
elements of modern masculinity and femininity. Scope - the work of NGOs, educational process.
