It has been
proven that the history of the Ukrainian Cossacks from their emergence until the end of the 16th century aroused
significant interest among Polish scholars working during 1863-1939. The study of Ukrainian Cossack history by
Polish historians developed in the last third of the 19th and the first third of the 20th century under the
considerable influence of profound political changes in Central and Eastern Europe, the situation of the Polish
people, and within the broader context of substantial transformations in the theoretical and methodological
foundations of historical research. The intense interest of Polish scholars in the history of the Cossacks was also
conditioned by the growing tension in Polish-Ukrainian relations, as both academics and ordinary Poles sought
historical explanations and answers to the complex and controversial problems of their contemporary era. The
early history of the Ukrainian Cossacks, from their origins to the end of the 16th century, became one of the



central issues in Polish research on Ukrainian history, as historians sought in the study of the genesis and
formation of the Cossacks, their social and political phenomena, and Polish-Cossack relations, the roots of future
events crucial to the fate of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in the 17th century and even beyond, into the
20th century. It has been established that in studying the history of the Ukrainian Cossacks of the first half of the
16th century, Polish historians often attributed their formation primarily to the influence and deliberate policies of
the Polish-Lithuanian state, Polish culture, and the Polish people themselves. Consequently, much emphasis was
placed on the organizational initiatives of various starostas and local officials of the Commonwealth, who used
Cossacks for the defense of Ukrainian borderlands against Tatar raids and for retaliatory expeditions into Ottoman
and Crimean territories. It has been clarified that the history of the Ukrainian Cossacks in the second half of the
16th century attracted Polish historians primarily within the context of studying the internal and foreign policies of
the Commonwealth. Analyzing the Cossack raids on Turkish and Tatar domains, scholars devoted special attention
to Prince Dmytro Vyshnevetsky, whom they presented partly as a successor to earlier border starostas and partly
as an independent political actor. One of the key topics in Polish Cossack studies was the creation of the first
Cossack military registers. Interest in this issue was linked to intellectual debates about uniting the various nations
of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth into a single state entity, as formulated in the so-called “Jagiellonian
idea.” These ideas gained special prominence in the interwar period among historians associated with Jozef
Pitsudski’s political camp, which promoted the vision of a federation of nations united in one political organism.
Polish historians generally regarded the establishment of the Registered Cossacks as a royal attempt to curb
unauthorized raids into Ottoman territories, emphasizing state control over military expeditions as the main goal,
while viewing the Cossacks’ military utility as secondary. Particular attention was devoted to King Stephen
Bathory’s reforms and the privileges he granted to the Cossacks. Scholars sought to define the origins of the so-
called “Bathory legend,” which portrayed the Cossacks as a privileged military estate - a status later invoked in
their struggles for rights. Many historians, however, regarded this special status as illusory, thereby denying the
legitimacy of Cossack claims to a distinct position in the Commonwealth’s social hierarchy. This perspective, in
turn, led to interpretations of later Cossack uprisings of the late 16th and 17th centuries as mere rebellions or acts
of banditry.
