2. The dissertation research is devoted to the theoretical-methodological and practical substantiation of a public
administration system for neutralizing threats to national interests in the political sphere amid the armed
aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, decentralization, and prolonged hybrid influences. The work
provides a comprehensive analysis of the conceptual and categorical framework of political security and national
interests, differentiates types of political threats (information operations, external political influence, interference
in electoral processes, organizational forms of subversive activity, including collaborationist activity), and
determines their levels of public danger; it outlines the boundaries of responsibility of public authorities,
mechanisms of interagency coordination, procedural standards of proof, and guarantees for the protection of
human rights. Considerable attention is paid to institutional design that combines legal, organizational, and digital
tools for early detection, prevention, and neutralization of political threats, taking into account the territorial
specifics of frontline and de- occupied communities and the requirements of reintegration policy. For the first
time, a political-security concept of public administration for the protection of national interests is theoretically
substantiated, integrating polycentric governance, a risk-based approach, the principles of legality-necessity-
proportionality, responsiveness, and multi-level calibration of state functions to the conditions of martial law and
post-war recovery. The concept envisages data openness and the assessment of algorithmic influence on political
processes. An algorithm for the adaptive functioning of the public administration system of political security has
been improved, oriented toward proactive responsiveness, transparency, and targeted interventions: from
identifying critical nodes (energy, logistics, municipal governance, electoral infrastructure, information space) to
introducing cross-approval of decisions, differentiated powers by position, systems for logging officials’ actions,
internal control mechanisms, and standardized procedures for external audit. Tools for social diagnostics and the
segmentation of public attitudes toward political risks and loyalty (typologies of social groups) have been
developed to target policies: engaging the active pro-Ukrainian “resilient core,” providing targeted support to
“survival groups,” strengthening local institutions for “local pragmatists,” and balancing severity with fairness
toward the “traumatized distrustful.” An integrated multi-layered model for neutralizing political threats is
proposed, in which: the security layer provides the operational-technical and procedural foundation (monitoring,
early warning, escalation protocols, independent oversight); the political layer legitimizes rules and guarantees the
rule of law and institutional integrity; the cultural-informational layer shapes norms of the inadmissibility of



betrayal, strengthens information resilience, and counters disinformation; the economic layer combines sanction
regimes with lawful incentives that reduce motivation to participate in subversive activity; the social layer ensures
community participation, representation of vulnerable groups, and functioning feedback channels. Integration of
the layers prevents repressive distortions, minimizes institutional “blind spots,” increases the speed and accuracy
of managerial responses, and restores public trust. The conceptual and categorical apparatus of public
administration science has been refined, taking into account the political security dimension: modern definitions
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have been clarified and introduced—*“political security,” “national interests in the political sphere,” “ecosystem of
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transparent politics,” “algorithmic influence on the political process,” “public trust as political security capital,”
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“political resilience,” “institutional integrity,” “digital inclusivity in the political process,
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civic monitoring of
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political security,” “adaptive system for preventing political crises,” and “ecosystem of democratic governance.” On
this basis, mechanisms of multi-level monitoring, integrated early warning systems, and interagency data
platforms with unified logging standards, cross-verification of critical actions, and procedural safeguards against

abuse are substantiated.
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
