2. The dissertation is devoted to the research of the party-state policy on the protection of motherhood and
childhood in the years of aggravation of the crisis of the Soviet system. The work analyzes the achievements of
researchers of various branches of socio-humanitarian and medical science, who were studying this issue. By
introducing into the scientific circulation of previously unknown archival materials, as well as published sources,
the main directions of the state policy on the protection of motherhood and childhood in the Ukrainian SSR were
determined. The evolution of the attitude of party ideologists towards the institute of family, protection of
motherhood and childhood in the Ukrainian SSR is researched. A change in the status of a Soviet woman during
the existence of the USSR was observed. Along with the evolution of the role of a Soviet woman, there were
qualitative changes in the attitude of the state to the institution of the family. The family in the USSR in the 1960s-
1980s was seen as an important link of society, whose main task was to recreate the population. Since the second
half of the 1960's, there was a change in the state priorities for the education of the young Soviet generation. At the
forefront comes the family upbringing, but under state control. Reforms in the health care system were
considered, that were supposed to improve the demographic situation in the Ukrainian SSR and achieve a
reduction in child morbidity and mortality. The reasons, that prevented the successful solution of tasks in the
health care system, were identified. The author clarified that the reasons were covered in the residual financing of
the medical sphere, the extensive development of the medical network, the staff shortage, the low level of the
material and technical base of health care institutions, the deterioration of the ecological situation in the republic,
the insufficient level of educational work among the population. The evolution of the state social policy aimed at
improving the working conditions of pregnant women and mothers and ensuring financial support of various
categories of families with children is traced. The reasons of inefficiency of material aid are found out. The
peculiarities of functioning of preschool and school education institutions, their role in the implementation of the
policy of protecting maternity and childhood are revealed. The role of the public in preventing child neglect and
promoting proper family education for the younger generation is disclosed. The perception of the state policy on
the protection of the family, motherhood and childhood in Soviet society was studied, the declarative nature of the
state family policy, which people perceived and interpreted in a completely different way, was revealed.
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
