2. The dissertation provides a theoretical generalization and a new solution to an important scientific problem in
the field of public administration regarding the improvement of public administration mechanisms in the field of
forming a national standardization system. The study defines the concept of public administration mechanisms in
the field of forming a national standardization system. Public administration mechanisms in the field of forming a
national standardization system are key instruments of state policy that ensure regulation, control and
development of standards at the national level. They include legal, institutional, economic, organizational,
informational and control and supervisory measures, which together create an effective regulatory system. In the
context of Ukraine's European integration, an important aspect is the harmonization of national standards with
international norms, which will contribute to improving the quality of domestic products, their competitiveness
and integration into world markets. The author notes that the main mechanisms of public administration in this
area include: regulatory and legal mechanisms; institutional mechanisms; economic mechanisms; organizational
mechanisms; information and communication mechanisms; control and supervision mechanisms. The author
identifies the problems of public administration in the field of forming a national standardization system, in
particular: insufficient harmonization of national standards with international and European norms, which
complicates interaction with foreign partners and limits the access of domestic manufacturers to foreign markets;
ineffective regulatory and legal regulation in the field of standardization; financial problem; personnel problem;



organizational problem; low level of digitalization and automation of standardization processes, which hinder the
effective implementation of modern technologies in this area; insufficient control over compliance with standards
and low level of responsibility for violation of regulatory requirements and is associated with a complex of legal,
organizational, financial and social factors. The study analyzes public administration in the field of forming a
standardization system in the USA, EU countries (in particular Germany, Great Britain, Poland and Estonia),
Singapore, Japan and Taiwan and notes that the considered models demonstrate both common patterns of
development and unique national characteristics. Each model is based on the desire to ensure technical
compatibility, product safety, support innovation, increase the competitiveness of the economy and integration
into global supply chains. At the same time, approaches to organizing the standardization system, the level of
centralization, the role of the state and business, as well as forms of international participation vary. In the United
States, the system of public management of standardization is decentralized. There is no single national body that
would perform the exclusive function of standardization. Instead, there is a private sector system coordinated
through the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST), which is part of the Department of Commerce.
Although NIST does not develop most standards itself, it provides a common framework, support for standards
developers and participation in international structures. Development is carried out by numerous private
organizations (ANSI, ASTM, IEEE, etc.). This provides flexibility, market sensitivity and rapid response to
technological changes, but at the same time requires effective coordination to avoid duplication or contradictions.
Standardization in the European Union combines a centralized supranational level (through CEN, CENELEC, ETSI)
with the autonomy of national standardization bodies. In Germany, this function is performed by DIN, the German
Institute for Standardization, which has the status of a private non-profit organization, but cooperates closely with
the government and industry associations. In the UK, BSI (British Standards Institution), also an independent
structure with a long history, operates. In Poland, there is the Polish Committee for Standardization (PKN), and in
Estonia, EVS (Eesti Standardikeskus), which is a private-public institution in which the state determines policy, but
business and science participate in the development of standards. All EU countries operate according to the “new
approach” to technical harmonization, which assumes that standards are technical tools of voluntary application
that prove compliance with EU legislative requirements. This creates an effective balance between legal regulation
and market freedom, stimulating innovation and technology transfer.
