2. A comprehensive and systematic philosophical-educational analysis of the potential of science education as a
factor in the development of responsible citizenship is carried out. The polymorphism and multidimensionality of
the philosophical paradigm of science education and the phenomenon of responsible citizenship determined the
complex nature of this study and the need for synergistic application of various methods within the framework of
systemic, interdisciplinary and comparative approaches. The contextual approach made it possible to identify the



peculiarities of the evolution of the philosophical paradigm of science education and its relationship with the
formation of civic competencies and contributed to the identification of key contradictions and interdependencies
between different aspects of this process. The use of typologization, semantic analysis, comparison and
interpretation methods ensured the systematization of various theoretical approaches, which allowed us to reveal
the semantic relationship between the components of science education and the development of responsible
citizenship. The analysis of the university ecosystem, carried out through the prism of social systems theory and
the structural-functional approach, revealed specific mechanisms that influence the formation of civic
competencies. The use of general scientific methods, such as the dialectical method, analysis and synthesis,
induction and deduction, allowed us to reveal the complex relationships between the elements of science
education and its impact on society. At the same time, the use of specific scientific methods, such as situational
analysis and case studies, contributed to the assessment of the current situation in the Ukrainian educational
environment and the identification of prospects for the development of science education as a basis for the
formation of responsible citizenship. The scientific novelty of the results obtained is that for the first time in the
Ukrainian philosophy of education, a philosophical conceptualization of the multidimensional and multifaced
theoretical and practical experience of science education as an important factor in the development of responsible
citizenship has been carried out. The theoretical foundations and main approaches to the conceptualization of the
philosophical paradigm of science education as a complex system of worldview, value and meaning-making
guidelines that determine the strategic directions, methods and goals of educational activities are analyzed. The
article analyzes the internalization approach, the interrelation approach and the multiperspective approach to the
conceptualization of the philosophical paradigm of science education. Mutual influences and contradictions are
highlighted, the contribution of each of these approaches to the development of the theory and practice of science
education is determined. A thorough analysis of the philosophical and educational principles of responsible
citizenship development is carried out, which made it possible to clarify the development of the conceptual
content of the term “citizenship” and the relevant educational policies and practices in historical retrospect. It is
noted that a characteristic feature of our time is the emergence of a whole range of “citizenships”, the
representation of their certain attributive characteristics as definitions of the leading axiological and praxeological
function and the introduction of new terminological phrases: “democratic citizenship”, “active citizenship”,
“responsible citizenship”, etc. As a result of explication of the main directions of citizenship conceptualization, it is
proved that in the modern socio-cultural discourse the integral value of all directions is responsibility. The
dissertation substantiates the heuristic potential of science education for the development of responsible
citizenship, represented by the fact that science education serves as an epistemological platform that forms the
coghnitive tools necessary for responsible citizenship. Also, the heuristic potential is manifested in the ability of
science education to cultivate scientific thinking, to promote the development of the axiological sphere of society,
which prioritizes critical thinking, sustainable development and the constant pursuit of knowledge. In the context
of forming the values of responsible citizenship, the epistemological, conceptual and methodological perspectives
of the development of a culture of democracy in education as a process of institutionalization and internalization
of democratic values are revealed. Using the tools of comparative analysis, the influence of personal
epistemologies of teachers on the development of responsible citizenship at the university is investigated, the
need for context-specific approaches to address the unique difficulties and obstacles faced by university teachers
in different countries is substantiated.
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
