2. After Ukraine declared independence in 1991, research on the industrial development of Ukrainian lands in the
second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries intensified. Particular attention has been paid to the
socio-economic processes of the post-reform era and to entrepreneurial and philanthropic families. However, the
role of the human factor within the Kyiv, Podillia, and Volhynia provinces has not yet received comprehensive
analysis. This study examines the development of the food industry in Right-Bank Ukraine. It identifies rapid
growth in the flour-milling, distilling, and sugar sectors, accompanied by an increase in the number of enterprises
and the value of their output. Statistical data confirm the region’s active industrialization and its transition to
capitalist forms of economic organization. Special attention is devoted to working conditions, the skill composition
of the workforce, women’s participation in production, the role of engineers and technical staff, and the influence
of migration on labor formation. Archival materials and zemstvo reports demonstrate significant transformations
in labor relations during modernization. Although human capital facilitated technical renewal, low wages, limited
social protection, and insufficient mechanization restrained further development. The study highlights the
relationship between labor resources and industrial growth in the food sector and analyzes the contribution of the
Symyrenko, Yakhnenko, and Tereshchenko families. Due to imperial economic instability and a shortage of
domestic capital, the government attracted foreign investment, mainly from France, Belgium, and Great Britain.
While this stimulated technological progress, it also increased regional economic dependence. The working class
was formed primarily from former serfs, artisans, and handicraftsmen. After the reforms of the 1860s,
entrepreneurship became accessible to various social groups, though merchants and landowners remained
dominant. Jews, Russians, and Poles prevailed among entrepreneurs. In Podillia Province in 1872, most factories
belonged to Russian, Jewish, or foreign owners; three-quarters of distilleries were owned by Jewish entrepreneurs.



By 1899, among 52 sugar factories in Podillia, 14 were controlled by Jews, 11 by Poles, 8 by Russians, and 2 by
foreigners. At the beginning of the twentieth century, of 148 sugar enterprises in Right-Bank Ukraine, 63 belonged
to Poles, 44 to Russians, and 33 to Jews. A separate section focuses on the Symyrenko family, former serfs who
became leading industrialists in sugar production and mechanical engineering. Their company introduced the first
steam-powered beet-processing plant in Ukraine and developed engineering production and shipping. The family
also supported Ukrainian culture and science. The Tereshchenko family, originating from Hlukhiv, likewise built a
powerful sugar enterprise that became prominent on the imperial market. The study also outlines the
development of vocational education for the food industry. Until 1888, professional training lacked centralization
and depended on local initiatives. The “Basic Provisions on Industrial Schools” established the legal framework for
craft, industrial, and agricultural schools. Finally, the research analyzes regional trade, including fairs, markets, and
stationary commerce. After 1861, shop-based trade expanded, and specialized flour stores appeared. Stationary
trade in the Kyiv, Podillia, and Volhynia provinces was largely concentrated in the hands of the Jewish community,
which formed the majority of local traders.
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
