2. The process of forming the worldview of M. Shlemkevych was influenced by family education, studying at the
Buchach, Lviv high schools and at the Lviv Musical Institute named after Mykola Lysenko. The deepening of the



historiosophical defense of the scientists thinking is conditioned by his study at the philosophical faculty of the
University of Vienna and the defense of the masters thesis Philosophy. Politicization and structuring of the
Ukrainian parties and organizations of Galicia in the late 1920-1940, within the framework of the existence of
various foreign state-political regimes and social formations, allowed him to plunge into the active social and
political life of the region. It is advisable to distinguish his public activity in a camp of interned Ukrainians on the
territory of Germany from 1944-1949, where he joins the literary and artistic life of Ukrainian settlers and becomes
their leader. The last stage of his active life was in emigration to the United States of America (1949-1966), where
he founded the publishing house “Klyuchi”, the journal “Lysty do Pryiateliv”, the Ukrainian Journalism and Research
Institute, whose task was to protect Ukrainian national interests under conditions of no statehood. far beyond the
borders of our homeland. M. Shlemkevych public-political activity can be divided into three periods: party labor in
the FNE (Front natsionalnoi yednosti, 1930); activity during the Second World War (1939-1944); work in the camp of
interned Ukrainians in Germany and Austria and in emigration to the United States (1944-1966). He became the
creator of the ideology of a political party, the FNE - “creative” nationalism. During the Second World War, he
departed from the ideas of “creative” nationalism, hoping that the Ukrainians will be able to count on Germanys
help in the struggle to restore national independence. At the end of the war, he became a supporter of the
reconciliation of the Galician and Transdniestrian peoples with regard to the question of the future state of
Ukraine, conducted talks with representatives of the Dnieper dormitories on the creation of a representative body
of Ukrainians - Ukrainska Natsionalna Rada . While in the camp of interned Ukrainians in the American occupation
zone of Germany and Austria, his social and political activity was reflected in guardianship among Ukrainian
societies. He became deputy chairman of the Ukrainskyi Natsionalno-Derzhavnyi Soiuz, co-founder of the Klub
demokratychnoi dumkyand the Mystetskyi Ukrainskyi Rukh. Subsequently, in 1949, M. Shlemkevych emigrated to
the United States of America, where he organized the Soiuz Ukrainskykh Natsionalnykh Demokrativ, and
maintained friendly ties with the leadership of the exiled government of the Ukrainska Narodna Respublika (UNR).
In the pages he founded in 1953, the newspaper “Lysty do Pryiateliv’ (New York) published articles on socio-
political topics. In the early 1960, he founded the Ukrainian Journalism and Research Institute, whose task was to
monitor the distorted information about Ukraine in foreign and Ukrainian emigration publications.
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
