2. Based on the defined subject, purpose, and methods, the dissertation substantiates the theoretical and
methodological foundations and practical aspects of the formation and implementation of state information policy
in the context of hybrid threats. It is proven that information policy is a key element in the transformation of the
modern state from a bureaucratic social state to an information state. It is shown that the theoretical basis for the
formation of information policy in the context of hybrid threats is the integration of concepts of information
security, strategic communications, and public administration. The necessity of applying an interdisciplinary
approach to the study of information policy in the context of hybrid threats is substantiated. It is proposed to use
the model of the information production chain as a heuristic tool for defining the boundaries of the information
policy sphere. Key problems in defining and implementing modern information policy are identified, including
technological challenges, practical aspects of implementation, features of the policy-making process, and the



specifics of information as a problem area. It is substantiated that hybrid threats are a complex problem of
modernity, characterized by the use of a wide range of influence tools to achieve the strategic goals of the
aggressor while maintaining the possibility of plausible denial of their participation. A model of the impact of
hybrid threats on the information sphere has been developed, which demonstrates the relationships between
different areas and instruments of hybrid influence in the information space. Based on an expert sociological
study, it was established that the level of information security in the public sector of Ukraine remains insufficient.
A number of problems were identified, including: insufficient funding for cybersecurity measures, low level of staff
awareness about information threats, lack of a systematic approach to information risk management. The
necessity of applying a comprehensive model of countering hybrid influence in the information sphere is
substantiated. This model takes into account temporal and actor dimensions, the relationship between short-term
actions and long-term vulnerability /resilience, as well as the ambiguity and uncertainty of hybrid threats. It is
proven that such an approach allows for a more accurate reflection of the complex dynamics of hybrid conflicts
and the development of more effective counteraction strategies. Key trends in the development of the modern
information environment in the context of hybrid threats are identified and systematized. Four main trends are
highlighted: fragmentation of the concept of truth, complex changes in media as an industry, hegemony of private
media platforms, and new technologies of influence. This classification allows for more accurate prediction of
future challenges for state information policy and the development of preventive measures. A conceptual model of
adaptive state information policy in the context of hybrid threats is proposed. The expediency of applying the
paradox «soft as strong» in developing measures to counter hybrid threats in the information sphere is
substantiated. This approach involves the use of flexible, adaptive, and comprehensive strategies instead of rigid
defensive measures. It is proven that such an approach better corresponds to the complex and changing nature of
hybrid threats and allows for more effective counteraction to them in the long term. A system of indicators for
assessing the effectiveness of state information policy in the context of hybrid threats has been developed, which
includes both quantitative and qualitative indicators. A methodology for conducting regular information security
audits in the public sector and mechanisms for using its results to adjust information policy have been proposed.
The role of non-state actors as instruments for implementing hybrid threats in the interests of aggressor states
has been studied. Forms and mechanisms of destructive activities of proxy structures under the patronage of
foreign intelligence services, transnational terrorist and organized criminal networks, loyal business structures,
media, and expert-academic circles have been analyzed. Based on this analysis, an expanded list of indicators of
hybrid attacks for early warning and minimizing the risks of incorrect attribution of aggression sources is
proposed. The necessity of comprehensively taking into account the connections between state and non-state
threat actors within the framework of a national system for countering hybrid threats is substantiated.
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
