2. The work has carried out a comprehensive scientific analysis of the administrative and legal foundations of
Ukraine's sanctions policy, identified the features of its evolution, the mechanism for ensuring its formation and
implementation. It has been found that sanctions policy has become a factor of economic influence and coercion
in order to counteract the most dangerous threats. Many countries, not having their own sanctions policy,
implement the decisions of other countries. Sanctions have recently become increasingly relevant and popular,
especially in situations when the world is faced with hybrid threats that are not subject to usual legal regulation. In
recent years, sanctions in Ukraine have become one of the most important instruments of state policy, initially
with the aim of overcoming criminal phenomena, and later - to counteract and punish those guilty of aggression
by the russian federation. It has been established that sanctions are a tool that should be used only when all
peaceful means of settling a dispute or conflict have been exhausted to maintain or restore international peace and
security. It is also necessary to take into account the criteria of proportionality of sanctions. Based on this, the
type and intensity of sanctions should be comparable to the type and consequences of the international crime and
not exceed the limits necessary to achieve the goals of the sanctions. It is important to maintain a balance between
sanctions and consequences. The implementation of such a criterion as a balanced impact assessment requires an
objective assessment of the short-term, long-term socio-economic and humanitarian consequences of sanctions
for both the subject of the sanctions and third countries. The paper identifies problems and shortcomings of the
legislative regulation of sanctions policy. In particular, it is noted that the lack of proper regulatory regulation,
opacity of implementation and the absence of an appeal mechanism have a negative impact: sanctions are turning
into a means of bargaining and competition, intimidation and blackmail, as a result - they discredit themselves and
increasingly lose relevance in our country and in the world. Proposals are made to improve the relevant legislation
under the conditions of European integration and globalization. Hence, it is important to determine both the
subject of sanctions and to ensure an effective mechanism for their implementation and control, to create
conditions for preventing their circumvention. It is necessary to introduce verification of the components of goods
originating from russia on the basis of European practice, as well as taking into account one's own national
interests. It is necessary to introduce criminal or administrative liability for the import of goods originating from
russia or belarus into the territory of Ukraine. Based on the results of the dissertation research, a range of
theoretical conclusions, scientific and practical generalizations and proposals have been formulated that contain
elements of novelty and conceptually solve the problem of ensuring the effectiveness of sanctions in Ukraine.
Particular attention is paid to the legal mechanism for applying sanctions, as well as to the entities authorized to
make proposals for the application, cancellation and amendment of sanctions, and directly perform tasks related
to complex sanctions. The expediency of our state taking measures to harmonize domestic legislation, which
determines sanctions policy, in accordance with international standards and practices of EU countries, is argued.
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
