2. The study is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the image of the garden in contemporary Chinese painting
of the last quarter of the 20th century and the first quarter of the 21st century. The relevance of the topic is
determined by the growing interest in reinterpreting traditional iconography within a globalized cultural
environment. The aim is to clarify how classical models of garden imagery are preserved, transformed, and acquire
new meanings in the works of Chinese artists of the 1980s-2020s. The hypothesis assumes that contemporary
Chinese painting, drawing on classical garden motifs, forms a new artistic language in which traditional symbols
and spatial models reflect changes in cultural memory and visual thinking. The object of the research is the image
of the garden in Chinese painting; the subject is the transformation of its iconography, spatial patterns, and
metaphoric dimensions. The scholarly novelty lies in a comprehensive art historical analysis of the transformation
of the traditional iconography of the garden in contemporary Chinese painting of the late 20th-early 21st
centuries, taking into account artistic continuity as well as shifts in spatial-compositional and symbolic models. A
substantial corpus of works by Chinese artists of the 1980s-2020s has been introduced into Ukrainian scholarly
discourse. The typology of iconographic structures and motifs associated with the garden image has been refined,
their modifications in contemporary painting identified. Approaches to analyzing the interaction between



traditional artistic models and new painting strategies have been expanded, reflecting the cultural and aesthetic
transformations of the postsocialist and globalized environment. For the first time, the garden is proposed as a
flexible multidimensional visual metaphor of memory, cultural identity, and the artist’'s emotional experience. The
dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions, a list of sources, and appendices. The first
chapter («Theoretical and Methodological Framework») analyzes the state of research, outlines the source base
(treatises, catalogues, contemporary publications), and identifies key methods - iconographic, stylistic, formal-
compositional - together with interdisciplinary strategies (cultural, semiotic). The lack of a systematic analysis of
the garden image in painting of the late 20th-early 21st centuries is emphasized. The second chapter («The Image
of the Garden in Traditional and Early Modern Chinese Painting») traces the historical and cultural origins of
garden imagery. The garden is considered as a cultural model (philosophical, aesthetic, poetic), with spatial types
(imperial, private, temple) and symbolic structures («lake and three mountains», shanshui, the garden as micro-
and macrocosm). A typology of garden representations is proposed: imperial; hermit’s; literati;
utopian/mythological; and «landscape botany». This forms the basis for the further analysis of contemporary
painting. The third chapter («Transformations of the Traditional Iconography of the Garden in Contemporary
Chinese Painting») follows continuity and innovation in the second half of the 20th-early 21st century. In the works
of Fu Baoshi, Yan Wenliang, and Wu Guanzhong, the transition from classical models to modern forms is shown:
expressive renewal of the literati landscape, chamber realist poetics, modernist generalization of form and color.
In painting of the 1980s-2020s, a shift is identified toward fragmentary viewpoints, seriality, montage logic,
interiorized motifs (courtyards, balconies), and the use of mixed techniques, color fields, voids, and asymmetries.
Traditional iconographic elements (bamboo, lotus, rock) perform constructive and semantic functions. In the
works of Zhou Chunya, Zhao Kaikun, Liu Jiude, Yang Yan, Liu Manwen, and others, several directions are outlined:
the garden as a mental map of memory; as utopia or neo-myth; as a stage for ironic citation; as an ecological or
urban metaphor; as a meta-painting strategy (remake, inversion, deconstruction of the canon). The conclusions
emphasize that the results contribute to a deeper understanding of the specific features of representing the
garden image in contemporary Chinese easel painting, recording not only artistic continuity but also significant
changes in iconographic structures, spatial models, and semantic content in a post-traditional and globalized
cultural environment. It is revealed that in contemporary Chinese painting the garden functions as a flexible
artistic construct capable of reflecting personal experience, cultural memory, aesthetic reflection, and visual
transformations. The results obtained enrich the theoretical foundations of Ukrainian art history and can be
applied in further academic research and exhibition practice.
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
