2. The dissertation systematizes the scientific and methodological principles of the effective functioning of the
institute of tripartite partnership of the state, business and civil society institutions, develops a model of its
effective functioning. In the process of studying the theoretical foundations of the essence of the partnership of
the state, business and the third sector, the principles of their interaction that institutionalize tripartite
cooperation are identified. The organizational aspects of ensuring the state policy of support and development of
inter-sectoral partnership are highlighted. The main ones are as follows: Ukraine's accession to the International
Labor Organization (ILO), the main goal of which was to spread the idea of social responsibility; consideration and
approval of draft laws on social partnership, self-organization of the population, participation of citizens in the



management of state affairs, in the formation of state policy; the formation of consultative and advisory bodies; the
activities of public councils, and so on. A scientific analysis of the experience of countries with established
democratic traditions has been carried out, as a result of which it has been indicated that self-organization of
citizens at the local level is carried out through non-profit - third sector institutions. It has been highlighted that
the most common among them are charitable institutions, which mainly function in the form of associations and
trusts, the legalization of which does not require the creation of a legal entity. It is indicated that an example of the
transparency of the activities of this sector can be the presence of special agencies of voluntary activity (United
Kingdom), which can be contacted to obtain information about types of socially useful work. The practical
experience of Poland, Japan, Switzerland, Norway, the Philippines, the USA, Canada and Turkey in normalizing the
work of effective institutions of economic self-organization of the population allows us to conclude that such self-
organization shows successful models of resource management of participants in the partnership for the effective
development of territories and the state as a whole. Digitalization as a mechanism for intersectoral interaction was
studied and the principles of the effectiveness of such interaction were identified: openness and transparency,
trust, subsidiarity, effective allocation of resources, mutual control, improving the quality of administrative
services, ensuring citizens' access to information from government agencies using modern information
technologies, saving time and material resources of the government, citizens, and business, freeing employees
from routine work, depersonalizing the relationships between citizens and business representatives in their
relations with civil servants, the possibility of receiving administrative services around the clock, etc. The e-
government models of foreign countries are considered. The advantages of using e-government are identified: the
growth of information and computer technology production and the share of information and computer business;
improving interaction with citizens; improving the quality of administrative services; transparency of government
activities; forming partnerships between government and business with the involvement of public organizations.
The role of the state, business and the public in the tripartism system is determined: the state acts as an arbiter
that establishes laws, norms and rules that are implemented with the help of the state apparatus; business
structures operate using purchase and sale methods, support the spread of entrepreneurial ideas, initiatives and
management experience, conduct research and design work, organize activities to develop and implement new
technological processes and new products, satisfy the material needs of society, and perform functions to ensure
employment of the population; the third sector is designed to combine the interests of all participants in the
process of innovative development by achieving multilateral agreements that go beyond state guidelines and
commercial contracts. The study found that the infrastructure for a tripartite partnership is a set of elements that
ensure the functioning of intersectoral interaction, one of which is e-governance. Keywords: tripartite interaction,
intersectoral interaction, public-private partnership, public sector, public sector, commercial sector, principles of
intersectoral interaction, institute of tripartite partnership, mechanism of intersectoral interaction, tripartism,
public administration, local self-government.
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
