2. The dissertation represents an independent and comprehensive scientific study that examines ecological
migration as a social phenomenon arising from the forced displacement of people due to climate change, natural
disasters, and technogenic disasters. It also explores the legal characteristics of ecological migration and the
regulatory framework governing it. The relevance of the research is determined by several interrelated factors: ¢
The need to define the terms "ecological migration", "ecological migrant", "ecological refugee", as well as related
and derivative concepts; * The necessity of classifying types of ecological migration and identifying the legal
characteristics of each; * The definition of the regulatory and legal framework underpinning the governance of
relations concerning environmental migration processes and the safeguarding of the rights of environmental
migrants; * The significance of international experience and norms of international law in addressing ecological
risks and migration challenges in Ukraine, including the development of a national adaptation plan for climate
change and strategies to tackle existing ecological challenges. The scientific novelty of the dissertation lies in the



following: It has been established that Ukraine lacks specific legislation regulating relations concerning ecological
migration; It identifies the absence of national programmes, plans, or strategies in Ukraine aimed at synergising
state and non-state institutions to prevent ecological disasters, adapt to new living conditions, and
comprehensively address ecological migration challenges; It analyses the experiences of international
organisations and various countries (including those in Africa, Asia, Oceania, and the Americas) in managing
ecological migration, preventing its occurrence through disaster prevention measures, and implementing climate
adaptation strategies; It suggests strategies, approaches, and legal norms that may be recommended for domestic
legislators and practitioners to improve Ukraine's ecological legislation and migration regulation processes. The
research is grounded in a wide array of sources, including works by legal scholars, sociologists, and environmental
scientists; the laws and other regulatory acts of Ukraine and foreign countries; as well as international legal
instruments on migration and asylum, particularly in the context of environmental migration. It also draws upon
national programmes and state strategies from various countries aimed at preventing environmental disasters and
climate change, adapting to these challenges, and managing environmental migration. In the course of analysing
academic literature, expert evaluations, international legal instruments, and national legislation, it was established
that the terms "migrant" and "migration" are multifaceted and interpreted variably by scholars. These concepts
have not yet attained the status of established legal categories. Among all types of migrants, environmental
migrants occupy a unique position and do not fall under the general definitions of "migration" proposed by
international organisations, such as the International Organization for Migration. This is because the actions of
environmental migrants are invariably compelled by circumstances. An additional defining feature of
environmental migration is its specific causes, which include threats to life and health, violations of fundamental
human rights due to anthropogenic disasters, climate change, and the resulting environmental crises. It has been
determined that, based on the causes of occurrence, environmental migration can be divided into climatic and
technogenic, as well as, depending on the circumstances, into voluntary (preventive) and forced, permanent and
temporary, regulated and unregulated, internal and external (cross-border); each type of migration has distinctive
features caused by a range of factors: environmental changes and disasters, government policies and actions, as
well as the peculiarities of the legal framework for migration processes, global climate change, and the geopolitical
situation, etc.; some categories of environmental migrants, in fact, are close to refugees, but unfortunately, they
are not recognized as such and therefore are not provided with the corresponding rights. It has been determined
that Ukraine possesses a well-developed legal framework for regulating general migration, which is founded on the
fundamental principles of protecting human rights and freedoms. This legislation is largely aligned with
international standards and reflects the key principles and initiatives of the global community. However, the lack
of a clear position at the international level regarding environmental migrants and refugees significantly influences
the approach of Ukrainian state authorities and lawmakers to this issue.
