2. The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive theoretical and legal examination of state policy in the field of
human rights as an integral socio-legal phenomenon that encompasses the normative, institutional, and
procedural-practical dimensions of the realization of human rights and freedoms within the framework of a
democratic and rule-of-law state. In the dissertation, human rights are examined through the prism of an
integrated combination of the natural law and positivist approaches. Based on the conducted analysis, the author
formulates a definition of the concept of “state policy in the field of human rights”, which should be understood as
a coherent, scientifically grounded, and normatively consolidated activity of the state that constitutes an integral
component of its overall policy and is aimed at the realization, protection, and safeguarding of fundamental human
rights and freedoms enshrined in national and international legal instruments. The main approaches to the
classification of state policy in the field of human rights have been identified and systematized, and the author’s
own vision of its division has been proposed according to the sphere of regulation, the level of decision-making,
the mechanism of implementation, and the temporal framework. Each of these categories characterizes a specific
aspect of the organization and functioning of state policy, allowing for a clear structuring of its content and the
identification of its operational specifics. At the same time, such classification makes it possible not only to
systematize state policy in the field of human rights but also to assess its comprehensiveness, coherence, and
adaptability to contemporary challenges. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the activities of key
institutions that formulate and implement state policy in the field of human rights. It is noted that the functioning
of the judicial and law enforcement systems has a decisive impact on the quality of protection of human rights and
freedoms. The study identifies systemic shortcomings in their operations, including prolonged court proceedings



due to excessive workload on judges, insufficient staffing, corruption risks, uneven distribution of cases, instances
of abuse of authority, violations of procedural guarantees, delays in handling complaints, and inadequate public
information regarding citizens’ rights. It is emphasized that the low level of public trust is not only a consequence
of these problems but also a factor that hinders the effective functioning of the judicial system. It is emphasized
that the existing problems significantly complicate the effective implementation of human rights policy and
necessitate the development of a new model of law enforcement activities, focused on partnership with society,
transparency, accountability, and the affirmation of human rights as a fundamental criterion for the effectiveness
of state institutions. At the same time, the important role of civil society institutions, mass media, and human
rights organizations is emphasized in fostering public legal awareness, enhancing the level of legal culture, and
exercising public oversight over the activities of state authorities. The study concludes that the institutional
participation of these actors in the process of formulating, implementing, and monitoring state policy in the field
of human rights should be legislatively enshrined. It is proposed to expand the influence of civil society on the
legislative processes of the state, which will simplify citizens’ interactions with state authorities and facilitate
decision-making in the interests of the public; to continue reforming judicial and law enforcement bodies to
ensure the rule of law; to expand the institution of the Ombudsman in Ukraine toward the establishment of
specialized human rights institutions; to continue developing Action Plans of the National Human Rights Strategy
for the new period and to approve at the national level the Draft Plan for the Restoration of Ukraine. Within the
framework of ensuring state policy in the sphere of human rights, the activities of organizations and institutions
that directly and routinely, within the limits of their respective competences, implement individual components of
human rights policy were examined comprehensively, and their influence on the overall formation of state human
rights policy was assessed.
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
