2. The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive study of the theoretical, legal and praxeological aspects of the
purpose and use of forensic psychiatric examination findings, as well as the development of methods that integrate
modern achievements in forensic science and related sciences. It has been determined that the main tasks of
forensic psychiatric examination are to assess the mental state of a person, as well as to determine his legal
capacity and procedural ability, that is, the ability to fully participate in the legal process, to realize the meaning of
his own actions and to manage them. In addition, forensic psychiatric examination aims to establish a cause-and-
effect relationship between the mental disorder detected in the person under investigation, his specific actions (or
inaction) and the occurrence of certain legally significant consequences. In the process of expert examination,
specialists not only state the presence or absence of mental abnormalities, but also analyze the degree of their
influence on the intellectual-volitional sphere, the subject's ability to critical thinking, decision-making and social
adaptation. Such activities require a comprehensive approach that combines medical, psychological and legal
aspects, which ensures the objectivity and completeness of the expert opinion. It is also important to take into
account the dynamics of the mental state, the person's living conditions, and possible external influences, which
necessitates an individualized approach to each case. It has been established that forensic psychiatric expertise
should be classified according to a number of criteria that reflect the diversity of its forms, methods and tasks in
forensic expertise practice. In particular, according to the object of study, there are examinations conducted on
living persons and posthumous examinations aimed at retrospectively establishing the mental state of a person at
a certain point in time. According to the scope of the study, examinations can be primary, additional or repeated,
depending on the completeness of the previous conclusions and the need to clarify the results. The criterion of the
number of experts involved allows us to distinguish single-person and commission examinations, the latter of
which provide a more in-depth, interdisciplinary analysis of complex cases. According to the type of tasks, forensic
psychiatric examinations are divided into those that establish the sanity or insanity of a person, determine his legal
capacity, and the ability to participate in the trial. The division by form of conduct is also important - into
outpatient, inpatient and correspondence examinations, which is determined by the nature of the person's mental
state and the need for long-term observation. Such an approach to the systematization of types of forensic
psychiatric examination ensures scientific validity, unification of the practice of its appointment and contributes to
increasing the efficiency of forensic expert provision of justice. It is determined that the initial forensic psychiatric
examination may be ordered by both the court and the pre-trial investigation bodies in cases where there are
reasonable doubts about the mental state of a person. In addition, the court or investigating judge has the right to



order a repeated or additional forensic psychiatric examination if there are doubts about the correctness or
completeness of the conclusions of the initial examination.
