2. It presents biographical information about V. Menchyts, in particular, the geneology of Menchyts' family, his
education, worldview peculiarities. He belonged to a famous family of clergymen in Kyiv governorate and became
one of the first representatives who chose a secular way of life. Studies and travelling around Western Europe in
1862-1868 shaped worldview of V. Menchyts who had diversified education and was, according to the researcher of
his biography N. Braker, original spiritual person - religious philosopher and moralist like Skovoroda that spoke 12
languages including German, French, Latin, Greek and Sanskrit. We have investigated his connections and co-
operation with Ukrainophile groups of the second half of XIX century in the Russian Empire (Ukrainian St.
Petersburg hromada, Kyiv Old hromada and Yelysavethrad hromada). The peak of V. Menchyts' co-operation with
Hromada movement was in the middle of 1870-s when he handed over the collection of ethnographic materials to
Southwestern Branch of the Imperial Russian Geographical Society, and the newspaper Kyivskyi telegraf, ruled by
Kyiv Ukrainophiles, was available to buy in bookshops.
