2. The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the administrative and legal foundations of the
activity of the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine within the system of ensuring national security. The
study is based on the understanding that corruption constitutes one of the most serious and systemic threats to
the stability of the state, the effectiveness of public administration and the protection of national interests,
especially under the conditions of martial law and external aggression. The research reveals the theoretical and
methodological foundations of national security as an object of administrative and legal regulation. National
security is interpreted as a complex, multidimensional legal and social phenomenon that integrates the protection
of the individual, society and the state. The dissertation argues that administrative law plays a significant role in
structuring the system of national security, as it determines the competence of public authorities, the procedures
of their interaction and the mechanisms of control and accountability. Special attention is paid to the analysis of
contemporary challenges, threats and risks to national security. The study shows that corruption functions as a
cross-sectoral threat that affects political stability, economic development, defence capability and public trust in
state institutions. The author justifies the need to distinguish between challenges, threats and risks in order to
develop effective administrative and legal mechanisms for their prevention and neutralisation. The place and role
of the National anti-corruption bureau of Ukraine in the system of bodies of special competence are analysed in
detail. The dissertation demonstrates that National bureau occupies a specific institutional position, combining
law-enforcement, analytical and administrative functions aimed at counteracting high-level corruption. The
research highlights that the administrative and legal status of National Bureau is a key factor determining its
capacity to act as an element of the national security system. The study examines the normative and legal
framework regulating the activity of National bureau, with emphasis on the balance between powers, guarantees
of independence and mechanisms of legal accountability. The research confirms that the effectiveness of anti-
corruption activity depends not only on the scope of formal powers, but also on the quality of administrative and
legal regulation and the coherence of interaction with other public authorities. The dissertation identifies the
system of administrative and legal anti-corruption imperatives that determine the orientation of National bureau’s
activity. Foreign experience in the application of administrative and legal instruments of anti-corruption is also
analysed. On this basis, the possibilities of adapting foreign practices to the Ukrainian legal system are
substantiated, taking into account national legal traditions and current security challenges. Particular attention is
paid to the administrative and legal guarantees of independence of the National Bureau. The study substantiates
that institutional independence is not an abstract principle, but a legally structured system of safeguards,
including the procedures of appointment and dismissal of officials, financial autonomy, internal organisational
arrangements and external oversight mechanisms. These elements are considered in the context of preventing
political or unlawful influence on the activity of National bureau. The research also addresses the problem of
ensuring the proportionality of administrative interference in the activities of National bureau. It is shown that
excessive control or fragmentation of competences may weaken the operational effectiveness of the National
bureau, while insufficient regulation may create risks of abuse. Therefore, the dissertation substantiates the need
to maintain a balanced model of administrative and legal governance that ensures both accountability and
institutional autonomy. Furthermore, the dissertation emphasises the importance of integrating anti-corruption
activity into the broader framework of public administration reform and national security policy. The research
highlights that the activity of National bureau should not be isolated from strategic planning, budgeting processes
and security governance, but should function as an integral component of a unified state policy aimed at
protecting national interests. As a result, the dissertation formulates conceptual directions for improving the
administrative and legal status of the National anti-corruption bureau of Ukraine in the context of national
security.
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
