2. The thesis is devoted to creating a typology of pseudomorphous characters/pseudos whose distinctive feature
is falsity caused by unnatural violation of conformity between their essence and their formal

presentation /reception. The work gives a systematic characteristic of principal scientific guidelines used to define
the specificity and create a typology of pseudomorphous characters. In order to define the essence of
pseudomorphous characters and the basis for their typological classification, it is necessary to consider the
theories of universal symbolical nature of «falsity code» as a means of reflecting the concepts of the permanent
life-and-death whirlpool as well as the code’s relationship to inversive processes within the basic categories of
«top - bottom» /«us - them». The ideas of universal binarism of world perception determine the reasonability of
classifying pseudos according to the principle of their essence correlation and their formal expression/reception
along with derivative components of these binary antinomies in different conceptual planes and also according to
the peculiarities of the society’s axiological system whose culture is in the focus of the researcher’s work: a formal
transition of pseudo from one pole to another, opposite one, is visible in the aspects of social statuses, gender
hierarchy, moral and ethical coordinates, anthropogeneous, family and ethnic identities, vitality, extra-mundane
and mundane opposition.
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
