2. The dissertation is dedicated to the study of the specifics, state and prospects of information and analytical
activity in the field of Ukrainian diplomacy in the conditions of digitalization. It is summarized that the issues of
information and analytical activity in the field of diplomacy are gaining special relevance and prompt to clarify the
specifics, state and prospects of information and analytical activity in the field of diplomacy in the conditions of
digitalization. It was found that the main areas of informational and analytical activity of diplomatic missions are: 1)
informational and explanatory work; 2) information support of the state's foreign policy; 3) monitoring and
analytical and prognostic studies. Information and explanatory work and information support of the state's foreign
policy involve mandatory coordination by the head of the diplomatic mission in the host country, ensuring current
and prospective planning, studying the effectiveness of its implementation, involving representatives of Ukrainian
accredited societies or unions, and assisting foreign organizations in carrying out measures regarding of Ukraine.
It is emphasized that the unprecedented importance of information and explanatory work, monitoring and
information support of the state's foreign policy was most clearly revealed during the full-scale invasion of Ukraine



by the aggressor country, forcing a new look at the problem of the effectiveness of their implementation. The
effectiveness of these areas of information and analytical work of diplomatic missions has yet to be assessed using
the appropriate criteria. For its part, the efficiency and effectiveness of the information and analytical work of
diplomatic missions directly depends on the appropriate planning and management of foreign political processes,
as well as on the ability of diplomacy to recognize problems, propose ways to solve them and thus contribute to
the formation of the state's foreign policy. Analytical and prognostic studies of diplomatic missions are, in fact, a
political and systemic analysis, the final result of which is a document of a strategic nature. The content of this
document is taken into account when developing the internal and external policy of the state. Methods of
analyzing political situations and processes, as well as types of forecasting, testify to the complexity of the
procedures of information and analytical work of diplomatic missions, which tends to be interdisciplinary and
requires the use of computer technologies. It has been established that global informatization and the
interconnectedness of the world not only changed the information and communication function of diplomacy,
focused on finding a mutually acceptable solution through dialogue, but also led to a reevaluation of the
stereotypes of diplomatic work, forcing states to take into account the potential of digital technologies when
choosing national priorities and foreign policy guidelines, forms and directions of interaction. These factors
directly affect the content of the informational and analytical work of diplomatic missions, which increasingly
insistently requires, on the one hand, to use all available means and digital tools in the performance of their
functions, and on the other hand, to counter threats to the information security of Ukraine and neutralize
informational aggression (including including special information operations of the aggressor state aimed at
undermining the state sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine), as well as participating in measures to
ensure the information stability of society and the state as a whole, to promote international cooperation in the
field of information security on the basis of partnership and mutual support. It was found that the effectiveness of
information and analytical activities of diplomatic missions in the information and communication space directly
depends on the speed of response to processes and events. Diplomacy, which was previously a relatively "closed"
field of activity, thanks to the development of digital technologies, has the opportunity to directly address a
specific target audience in its information activities, to inform a wide range of foreign publics, implementing the
strategy of Ukraine's foreign policy activities, and also to receive information from open sources, carrying out
information monitoring and analytical research. Keywords: information, analytics, information and analytical
activity, library, diplomacy, diplomatic representation, analytical technologies, information technologies,
digitization.
