2. This dissertation presents a comprehensive analysis of administrative law theory, legal regulations, scientific
positions, and administrative practice, resulting in a scholarly examination of the issue of public administration of
professional training within the National Police of Ukraine. It develops new theoretical and practical conclusions,
generalizations, and recommendations for its improvement. It has been substantiated that public administration of
professional training within the National Police of Ukraine represents a specific form of external manifestation of
executive authority, aimed at providing police agencies with qualified and ethically sound personnel. The content
of public administration encompasses directive, executive, and service-related activities of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, the Ministry of Education and Science, the central apparatus of the National Police, its subdivisions, and
the police officers themselves. Emphasis is placed on the importance of preparing specialists capable of operating
effectively both in peacetime and under martial law. The essence of professional training for police officers under
extraordinary conditions caused by the full-scale aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine has been
defined. Such training is interpreted as a system of principles and measures aimed at responding to threats to
statehood, with a focus on fulfilling defense functions, maintaining public order, and cooperating with military
formations. Particular attention is given to conditions involving the circulation of weapons, population
displacement, and the protection of citizens’ rights. The principles of public administration in the sphere of
professional training have been analyzed. These are based on legality, human rights observance, constitutionality
of governmental decisions, European values, and the national legal traditions of Ukraine. The importance of
principles such as accountability, academic integrity, and the integration of theory with practice in the educational
process has been highlighted as determinants of police education quality. Approaches to combining open and
closed models of education have been generalized. The closed model is applied in institutions with specific
conditions, while the open model is implemented in higher education through accredited programs. This
combination enables the training of police officers with various levels of competence, capable of acting both at
tactical and strategic levels. The administrative and legal status of institutions conducting professional training has
been systematized: these institutions are subordinate to the Ministry of Internal Affairs or the National Police and
possess powers in the educational, scientific, and organizational spheres. A classification of public administration
instruments has been outlined: classical (regulatory acts, supervision, e-governance), special (licensing, quality
assessment, academic integrity), and specific (educational work, mentorship, simulation-based training). Particular
attention is paid to their legal nature and their role in developing the moral, patriotic, and professional qualities of
police officers. Based on the analysis, the necessity of introducing new approaches and legislative changes has
been substantiated. It is proposed to institutionalize a three-level training system—comprising initial,
intermediate, and advanced stages—alongside the implementation of modern information technologies,
psychological training, and the establishment of a new academic specialty, “Police Activity,” within the legal
education domain. Such measures will contribute to the development of professionals capable of addressing
current security challenges and ensuring public safety.
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
