2. This dissertation contains a complex analysis of organisational and legal issues of the information support of
court activities based on theoretical achievements in the field of judiciary, procedural law, information law, as well
as other branch sciences, existing international legal acts, domestic legislation, case law of the European Court of
Human Rights. The author's approach to the key elements of the conceptual-categorical apparatus of the
investigated sphere is proposed and the author formulates the concepts of "information provision of courts",
"judicial information", "sources of court information", "information resources of the court", "information security in
court". In particular, under the information provision of courts, it is proposed to understand the method of
organizing the functioning of the judicial system, which involves an interconnected and interconnected set of: (a)
information created in accordance with the needs of the subjects of judicial activity; (b) activities related to the
implementation of a set of information activities, determined by the specifics of the court and necessary for the
effective functioning of the court in general, and the creation of conditions for the administration of justice in
particular; (c) information technology. The description of the subjects involved in the organization of information
support of judicial activity, through the prism of the author's classification, the use of which has enabled to reflect
the specific role of each of them in this process. In particular, it is proposed to delineate them according to the
criterion of belonging to the subjects of the judicial system on: a) external and b) internal. The external entities of
the information support of the activity of courts include: international organizations, state authorities, non-
governmental organizations, legal and natural persons. Internal entities of information provision of courts are
characterized from the point of view of their belonging to the subjects of the judicial system (the High Council of
Justice, the High Qualifications Commission of Judges of Ukraine, the National School of Judges of Ukraine, the
State Judicial Administration of Ukraine) and the subjects of the judicial system - the courts in their the vertical
verticals and taking into account their own resources and capabilities. Courts, as subjects of information support,
are proposed to be considered in accordance with the following levels: 1) exogenous (courts act as subjects of
information provision in relation to each other); 2) endogenous (the level of internal organization of the court,
where its direct agents are the relevant structural elements of the court and its employees, in particular the judge).
The author's definition of the notion of information security in court as the state of the organization of the work of
the court is proposed, in which the conditions for the protection of judicial information, its sources and
information systems and technologies used in the court are created, maintained and ensured in order to prevent
violations of the rights of the subjects of judicial activity, as well as their proper implementation.
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
