2. The crisis of democracy in the modern world is an established fact, with its further decline threatening the
return of authoritarian and totalitarian regimes as key global actors. This is evidenced by the spread of
populism—exemplified by interference in democratic processes, such as the 2016 and 2024 U.S. presidential
elections—the dominance of propaganda, and the popularity of conspiracy theories. This decline is largely driven
by internal socio-political and cultural processes resulting in relativism-contextualism and value nihilism,
simplified as &quot;post-truth&quot;. This condition undermines the fundamental mechanism of democratic
order: the process of legitimation. Consequently, the crisis of legitimation serves as both a manifestation and a
factor of the ongoing democratic crisis. This study examines legitimation through the prism of discourse ethics
(K.-O. Apel, J. Habermas, etc.) and deliberative politics, asserting that legitimation is impossible without an
effective civil society based on shared norms and argumentative discourse. The research reveals that
modernization has led to a crisis corresponding to stage 4.5 of L. Kohlberg’s theory of moral development. The
rejection of universal morality and truth has allowed system-oriented strategic rationality to expand into the
lifeworld, provoking anomie, alienation, and other social pathologies described by Habermas. This situation
correlates with the features of mass society, where atomized individuals, deprived of shared values and meaning,
become susceptible to populism and ideological manipulation. Mass culture intensifies this by abandoning its
educational function to become an advertising tool that creates demand rather than meaning. In the information
society, individuals increasingly avoid critical analysis, preferring simplified interpretations that match their
personal beliefs—the post-truth condition. Social networks, while potentially expanding the public sphere, often
suffer from low-quality communication, bot interference, and a lack of accountability, posing more risks than



opportunities. H. Skirbekk identifies three key social institutions essential for democracy: the school, the
university, and the media. Their degradation leads to the loss of productive public discourse and undermines
legitimation. This dissertation analyzes these institutions and seeks possibilities for their discourse- ethical
legitimation. It finds that the modern school fails to prepare citizens for public discourse, as the strategic
rationality of Al often exerts more influence than the communicative rationality of teacher-student interaction.
Outdated methods produce &quot;argumentophobic&quot; individuals, necessitating a reform focused on critical
thinking, media literacy, and dialogical skills. The university crisis is caused by the incursion of strategic rationality
and market laws, leading to a loss of autonomy and a shift toward &quot;half-education&quot; (Adorno) that
produces pseudo-intellectuals. Restoring its authority requires returning governance to scholars. Similarly, the
media have become instruments of propaganda and advertising, failing their function of providing a platform for
free discourse. Media reform must be synchronized with educational changes and include civic oversight and
regulation of alternative media. Ultimately, modern democracy faces a &quot;vicious circle&quot;: without
reforms, civil society cannot be strengthened, and without a strong civil society, deep reforms remain nearly
impossible. Restoring the legitimating potential of these institutions through discursive means is the key
precondition for successful democratic transformation and the core focus of this research. Keywords: democracy,
crisis, legitimation, discourse ethics, deliberative politics, communication, civil society, J. Habermas, strategic
rationality, post-truth, social institutions, education, school, university, media, internet, social networks, populism,
propaganda.
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
