2. This thesis focuses on the study of cognitive content of the concept YOUTH and defines characteristics of its
diachronic variation in the 19th - 21st centuries British-American literary discourse in the framework of cognitive-
discursive approach. The topicality of this work is determined by the general orientation of linguistic studies on
linguocultural and diachronic analysis of verbalized knowledge structures, on anthropocentric nature of the
concept YOUTH, its priority status in the system of axiological guidelines to the representatives of the English-
speaking community. The concept is defined as a discrete mental unit that is represented by two hypostases
(youth as an age category / young people as an age group) and in the literary discourse is identified in terms of
both notion (logical / everyday) and image (metaphorical / symbolic). The variability of the content of the
idealized cognitive models indicates dynamic zones of the cognitive content of the concept YOUTH in the 19th -
21st centuries British-American literary discourse and exposes the correlation between its linguistic expression
and the perception of reality, which is traced in the reduction of the verbalization means and the transformation of
the structural elements (in particular, the reduction of cognitive features and metaphorical correlations,
axiological changes in representation of the associative potential of the concept) under the influence of historical,
sociocultural factors and values dominating in the English-speaking society in the specific time period.
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
