2. In the thesis a comprehensive theoretical generalization was carried out and new approaches were proposed for
solving scientific task of determining the essence of administrative and legal support in order to implement the
principles of good governance as a means of preventing corruption in the activities of public authorities. The thesis
substantiates a number of new conceptual provisions, conclusions and recommendations that have important
theoretical and practical significance, in particular, for the first time: the results of the implementation of the
concept of «good governance» in domestic legislation were summarized and its individual directions were
identified, which were strengthened due to the implementation of the procedural content of the principles of good
governance. The introduction of monitoring compliance with the principles of the development of the anti-



corruption program adopted in accordance with Article 62 of the Law of Ukraine «On Prevention of Corruption»,
as well as initiative programs implemented by the decision of local self-government bodies, state and non-state
organizations were substantiated. It was proposed to consider the concept of «corruption-inducing factors» in the
activities of public administration bodies to be provisions of acts or norms, in particular administrative documents
or relevant decisions, which create legal grounds for committing corruption offenses or offenses related to
corruption. It was emphasized that the role of the principles of good governance in reducing corruption-inducing
factors in the activities of public administration bodies was definitely significant. Exceptionally complex
observance of all the principles of good governance in the practical activities of public administration bodies will
contribute to the reduction of the occurrence of corruption-inducing factors and preventing corruption in
general. The analysis of the systemic vision of the concept of «Good Governance» was also improved. This
includes: firstly, that good governance has a direct connection with such categories as the realization of human
rights and fundamental freedoms, sustainable economic growth, sustainable development and eradication of
poverty and hunger, fighting corruption, promoting access to information, establishing active, free and meaningful
participation and strengthening the administration of justice, transparency, accountability; secondly, in relation to
the above mentioned concepts, each of which constitutes its own set of tasks and principles and are socially
important values, good governance is considered to be one of the list, and not a unifying concept; thirdly, a
number of other categories are mentioned by the UN General Assembly as components of good governance: an
accountable and transparent civil service that maintains the highest standards of efficiency, competence and
integrity is one of the important components of good governance. The concept of the essence of anti-corruption
activity was formulated. It consists of a combination of a number of such components as: implementation of a
specialized policy for prevention of corruption, implementation of anti-corruption prohibitions, duties and
expansion of relevant knowledge. It determines the administrative and legal profile of the National Agency on
Corruption Prevention; the fight against corruption with the help of law enforcement measures forms the profile
of the activities of specialized anti-corruption bodies: the Prosecutor's Office, the National Police, the National
Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine, as well as part of the powers of the National Agency on Corruption Prevention,
which are law enforcement in their nature; the functional powers of specialized anti-corruption bodies cover only
a part of anti-corruption activities that can be called nationwide. However, work to prevent corruption in Ukraine
is also carried out at the local level, in each institution or organization, in state bodies, and to a certain extent in
private sector organizations. The main authoritative management functions of public authorities, thanks to which
the process of observing and implementing the principles of good governance takes place today, were defined as
rule-making and control functions as well as the function of providing administrative services. In addition, the
rationale for identifying the stages of formation of the principles of good governance and the prerequisites for
their emergence in Ukraine were further developed. It was also concluded that the normative-legal regulation of
the principles of good governance was carried out thanks to a number of normative-legal acts that were based on
international standards of governance, but none of them contained a complete list of the named principles and
procedures for implementing their essence, mostly referring to the provisions of other legal acts of the
corresponding topic.
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
