2. This dissertation attempts the comprehensive study of the representation of Soviet reality and students’
everyday life in the newspapers of Kharkiv's higher education institutions. The research focuses on the materials
with the help of which the communist authorities implemented their policy of ideological education of the young



Soviet intelligence. The problem of education of a «Soviet man» has been and still remains relevant in both national
and foreign humanities. This issue is in the field of research interests of various academic disciplines, such as
History, Sociology, Journalism, and Pedagogy. At the same time, we know of few studies on similar topics. These
factors have led to the fact that the research problem has been studied fragmentarily. The historiography on this
topic can be divided into three major blocks: the socio-economic and cultural history of the Soviet Union and the
Ukrainian SSR; students’ everyday life and press studies. The source base of the research consists of written
sources, among which we highlight the act and record keeping documents; the newspapers of the universities and
institutes, personal sources, oral and visual sources. The basis of the source base of the research is the newspapers
of Kharkiv higher education institutions published from the 1960s until 1980s. These are the newspapers
«Kharkivskiy Universytet», «Leninski kadry», «Za radianskoho likara», «Inzenernye kadry», «Za aviakadry»,
«Avtodoroznyk» and «Znannia». Due to the relevance and topicality of the information they contain, as well as the
high frequency of their issues, newspapers are an excellent, and most importantly, a holistic source complex that
can be used for studying various aspects of students’ life and the history of educational institutions. The additional
importance for our research is the records of university structural units, as well as the documentation of
Komsomol and party organizations of higher education institutions. The particular importance has the protocols of
Komsomol meetings of faculties, because main problems have been solved at this level. Both routine issues and
various curious cases were discussed here. We also have used memoirs, interviews and visual sources that allow us
to compare the information contained in newspapers and documents of educational institutions and bodies of the
Party with personal human experience. The analyze is based on suggested sources to construct the image of
students on the pages of the press. It was found that the newspapers usually covered the biographies of those
representatives of the student environment who could be as a vivid example for their comrades, either positive or
negative. Such publications were mainly intended to form among students the traits that, according to the Third
Program of the CPSU, were to be inherent in the «builders of communism» - the Soviet young intelligentsia, by
which the party entrusted the task of building a communist society. Manifestations of negative traits, such as
drunkenness, irresponsibility and negligence in studying were publicly condemned. Although the line between
«good» and «bad» students was usually blurred because the last ones could turn themselves in, if they were not
expelled from the institution. In order to form a Soviet worldview among students, the newspaper press also
actively used publications that portrayed the world around them - the city of Kharkiv and abroad. Analyzing the
image of the city of Kharkiv in the newspaper periodicals, we have studied two planes in which it existed: temporal
and local. Kharkiv appears to readers as a typical Soviet city of «industry and science» without its uniqueness
through the prism of newspaper publications. Its history is immortalized in the names of squares and streets and
fully corresponded to the historical scheme that the Soviet science had. In accordance with the foreign policy
situation, the press also formed public opinion about foreign countries. The nature of newspaper articles
depended on the countries that were described. Articles that covered the USSR's cooperation with Eastern
European countries emphasized constructive cooperation within the socialist camp. The newspaper articles about
the countries of Asia and Africa which were friendly to the Soviet Union focused on the civilizing mission of the
USSR and the idea of internationalism. The countries of the «capitalist west» received the most biased coverage in
the newspapers. The change in rhetoric in the coverage of news from the United States is particularly interesting
in this regard. The frequency of references to the United States and the emotional tone of the publications are
generally consistent with the dynamics of relations between the two super countries, but reflected the evolution
of the USSR's socio-political system.
