2. The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the ideological foundations of the Ukrainian women’s
movement from the late nineteenth to first half of the twentieth century in the context of socio-economic
transformations, processes of modernization of socio-political life, and the national liberation struggle. The
relevance of the topic is determined by the need to reconsider traditional national historical narratives through
the inclusion of a gender perspective, as well as by the necessity of integrating the women’s movement and its
intellectual legacy into the broader historical and political canon of Ukraine. The study demonstrates that the
Ukrainian women’s movement developed as an organic component of modernization processes and national
revival, while the combination of feminist and national ideas constituted its defining feature. It is shown that under
conditions of statelessness and imperial domination, women’s emancipatory demands acquired not only social and
legal, but also a pronounced nation-building dimension. This makes it possible to overcome the widespread
dichotomy of “feminism versus nationalism” and to interpret them as interconnected ideological vectors.
Particular attention is paid to the analysis of socio-economic factors that stimulated the women’s movement,
including transformations of the labor market, urbanization, and changes in the structure of women’s employment.
On the basis of statistical materials from Volhynia Governorate in the late nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries, the study reveals the gradual economic emancipation of women and its influence on the formation of
emancipatory discourse. The processes of incorporating women’s issues into the programs of Ukrainian political
parties and political journalism are examined, demonstrating their legitimation within the national-democratic
project. The dissertation provides a comprehensive analysis of women’s participation in political and institutional
processes during the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921, as well as the evolution of legislative frameworks
governing women’s political and civil equality. It is proven that the revolutionary period became the culmination of
the institutionalization of emancipatory achievements, while the principle of gender equality was directly linked to
national state-building aspirations. A significant part of the study is devoted to the reconstruction of the
ideological positions of leading figures of the Ukrainian women’s movement - Nataliia Kobrynska, Olena Pchilka,
and Milena Rudnytska. The research traces the evolution of Ukrainian feminist discourse from early articulations
of the “women’s question” to a developed national-liberal model of feminism in the interwar period, in which
demands for gender equality were combined with ideas of national liberation and statehood. The scientific novelty
of the dissertation lies in the holistic analysis of the ideological foundations of the Ukrainian women’s movement as
a coherent system of views, the reconstruction of mechanisms of interaction between feminism and nationalism,
and the introduction of new statistical and source materials into scholarly circulation. The results expand
understanding of the role of women in modernization and nation-building processes and contribute to the further
development of gender history in Ukraine
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
