2. The dissertation is a historical and pedagogical study of the problem of realising the pedagogical potential of
periodicals for school-age children in Ukraine and China in the second half of the 20th - early 21st centuries, based
on the principles of comparative studies. In the course of the research, the essence of the basic concepts was
clarified. The definition of ‘pedagogical potential of periodicals for school-age children’is defined as a set of
opportunities and resources contained in children's newspapers and magazines aimed at educational and
upbringing goals for students aged 6 to 18. It has been found that the emergence of periodicals for school-age
children in Ukraine dates back to the 19th century. The characteristic features of children's periodicals before
World War I and in the interwar period were: the diversity of children's magazines; their national content;
originality; literary and artistic orientation. Based on the defined criteria, the dissertation substantiates the stages
of realising the pedagogical potential of periodicals for school-age children in Ukraine in the second half of the



19th and early 20th centuries. Soviet period (1945-1991): late Stalinist stage (1945-1953), ‘thaw’ stage (1953-1964),
“stagnation” stage (1965-1984), ‘perestroika’ stage (1985-1991) . Period of Ukrainian independence (1991-present):
stage of rapid development of Ukrainian children's periodicals with the emergence of a wide range of areas for
realising pedagogical potential (1991-1999); the stage of trials and transformation of Ukrainian children's
periodicals into ‘new media’, narrowing the range of areas for realising pedagogical potential to cognitive and
entertainment (2000-2024). It has been proven that the pedagogical potential of periodicals for school-age
children in Ukraine during the period under study was realised in the following areas: - educational: publication of
literary works, use of a wide variety of genres and themes, announcement of collective good deeds campaigns,
communication with readers on the pages of publications and in correspondence; - communicative and creative:
engaging readers in communication and creativity through correspondence with readers; publishing children's
works, photographs, and drawings; holding various competitions; creating handicrafts and staging performances; -
aesthetic: creating a holistic visual image of the publication, using illustrations for literary works and creating
comics by experienced artists, and publishing works of art by novice artists; competitions, use of media
technologies. - Educational and cognitive: in comprehensive magazines - publication of educational texts,
practical tasks, experiments, competitions; in specialised popular science magazines - saturation with thematic
and deep content diversity; providing recommendations on how to spark interest through comics and game tasks,
learning different languages, exercises to improve language skills. The search for approaches to the content and
artistic design of magazines ensured the social, intellectual, emotional, artistic, linguistic, communicative, mental,
and creative development of readers. It has been established that the emergence of children's press in China dates
back to the end of the 19th century and is associated with the creation of the magazine ‘Children's Monthly’, which
aimed to help children learn about the world around them and master literacy. The development of children's
periodicals in China was largely determined by ideological and political factors. In the first third of the 20th
century, the most popular magazines in the Republic of China were ,“Children's World*“, “Boys' World“, and
“Teenagers' Magazine®, which focused on the development of culturally developed personalities. Based on the
defined criteria, the dissertation substantiates four stages of realising the pedagogical potential of periodicals for
school-age children in the PRC during the period under study: I. 1949-1966 - the initial stage of development of
Chinese children's periodicals, with a predominance of the educational and pedagogical components of
pedagogical potential. II. 1967-1977 - a stage of stagnation in the development of Chinese children's periodicals,
with the pedagogical potential limited by ideological components. III. 1978-1999 - a stage of intensive development
of children's periodicals, with a significant expansion of the range of pedagogical potential. IV. 2000-2024 - a
period of integration of children's periodicals with ‘new media’ and a narrowing of the range of pedagogical
potential. The realisation of the pedagogical potential of periodicals for school-age children in the PRC (using the
example of the magazines Little Friends, ‘Childhood’, ‘King of Stories’, ‘Middle School Students’, ‘Children of
Guangdong’, etc.) during the period under study was carried out in the following areas: educational, cognitive,

aesthetic, communicative, and creative.
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
