2. This dissertation presents a comprehensive doctrinal concept of the state’s influence on the creation and
functioning of political parties. The study defines the boundaries, forms, and types of such influence, taking into
account empirical experience gained following the introduction of a new electoral system under the Electoral
Code of Ukraine, as well as in the context of countering the armed aggression of the Russian Federation against
Ukraine. Additionally, the dissertation formulates legislative amendments and practical recommendations for
improving legal regulation in this area. Depending on whether influence aligns with the general principles of law
and the ideals of justice, freedom, and equality, it may be considered lawful or unlawful. Thus, the concept of lawful
state influence reflects the legitimate activities of state authorities aimed at safeguarding the public interest and
directed towards political parties, in accordance with the principle of the rule of law. In contrast, state
interference — while being a part of the broader concept of state influence — has a more radical nature and is
imperative in its form and consequences. State interference in the activities of political parties may be either
acceptable (authorized interference as part of lawful influence) or unacceptable (unlawful and arbitrary
interference as a manifestation of unlawful influence). The central focus of this study is the categorization of state
influence based on the purpose behind its application to political parties, in particular, the research distinguishes
between stimulating and restrictive forms of influence, which are explored in detail in the second and third
chapters of the dissertation, respectively. It has been determined that during martial law, there is a lack of broad
political debate, and the activities of political parties are significantly hindered. As a result, they require stimulating



rather than restrictive-sanctioning state’s influence to restore internal party processes. State funding for political
parties can be divided into two categories: general and special funding. General funding is provided on an ongoing
basis (usually annually, with quarterly distributions) and is intended to support the functioning of political party
organizations. Special funding, on the other hand, consists of targeted allocations for specific activities or
reimbursement for expenses related to electoral campaigns. The state’s restrictive influence on political parties is
implemented through a system of measures that includes constitutional restrictions, legitimate legislative
limitations, and formal (procedural) constraints. The most strict constitutional restriction is the prohibition of
political parties, which can be divided into two categories: a ban on the formation of parties whose programs
contradict Article 37 of the Constitution, and a ban on the activities of parties that violate this article. It is
emphasized that the tools of neo-militant democracy in Ukraine should be focused on limiting the influence of the
Russian Federation as an aggressor state on political parties, while ensuring that they do not unlawfully hinder the
freedom of political activity of opposition parties. In Ukraine, the requirements for the registration of political
parties must take into account the real threats to national security posed by the Russian Federation’s aggression,
which will persist not only during the active phase of the armed conflict and martial law but also in the post-war
period. If the law outlines clear and understandable timeframes and grounds for preventive restrictions during the
transitional period following the conflict, it could provide a solid foundation for addressing proportionality
concerns in decisions by the European Court of Human Rights. The restrictive influence of the state on political
parties during the inter-election period primarily manifests through requirements, obligations, or limitations on
the activities of political party representatives within representative bodies; obligations concerning financial
reporting; the procedures for financial oversight of political party activities; restrictions on private contributions
to political parties; the regulations governing the use of state funding; and requirements for the party advertising.
During the election period, the state’s restrictive influence on political parties should be aimed at reinforcing
democratic standards and ensuring the transparency and integrity of the electoral process. To ensure
proportionality of sanctions for established violations, it is recommended to introduce a broader range of
sanctions, including restrictions on participation in the electoral process, suspension of the release of state funds
until written accounts are received from the parties, as well as the variation of penalty sizes.
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
