2. The thesis is devoted to the issue of the international protection of persons from enforced disappearances. This
paper addresses the historical stages of formation and development of international cooperation in the field of the
international protection from enforced disappearances. The legal framework of international human rights law,
international humanitarian law and international criminal law is considered. The definitions of enforced
disappearance enshrined in the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced
Disappearances and in the Rome Statute of the ICC are examined and compared. The Convention enshrines the
new absolute right not to be subjected to enforced disappearance. Introduction of this right provides the
Committee on Enforced Disappearances and member States a written legal basis to finally treat enforced
disappearance as an independent human rights violation and offense. Act of enforced disappearance committed
within a systematic or widespread practice is considered as a crime against humanity. Continious nature of this
crime and a wide notion of victim are considered. Main elements of the crime of enforced disappearance are
analyzed.Despite the adoption of a number of international agreements on the international protection of persons
from enforced disappearances, issues such as: the definition of enforced disappearance as a crime against
humanity, the prohibition of the use of acts of enforced disappearance in the framework of the fight against
terrorism, the mechanism of prosecution for the commission of crime, remains insufficiently regulated.
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
