2. The dissertation is a comprehensive study of the administrative and legal regulation of the state language policy
of Ukraine. Since the declaration of independence in Ukraine, the issue of language has been one of the
fundamental issues in state policy. Because ensuring the linguistic interests of citizens is one of the main problems
of the state's national security. Therefore, the implementation of state measures in the sphere of regulating
language relations is a mechanism for directing the policy of the authorities to strengthen and guarantee
statehood. The development and functioning of the Ukrainian state language in all spheres of public life and
throughout the territory of our country is a primary element in ensuring the national security and national
interests of Ukraine. Therefore, the development of the Ukrainian language and its introduction into all spheres of
life should create grounds for establishing its statehood, acquiring authority and perspective, as well as ensuring
the free development of the languages of national minorities, creating an optimal language environment in
Ukraine. An important condition for the institute of the state language is the existence of legal acts that regulate it,
as well as control bodies that monitor compliance with legal norms in this area. The dissertation first offered an
understanding of the administrative and legal foundations of the state language policy of Ukraine as mandatory
provisions and fundamental principles of creating and implementing the state language policy, special means,
methods, forms, mechanisms and procedures for its provision and protection; state language policy is defined as a
part of national policy, an organic component of the state's political course, which is a system of political, legal and
administrative measures aimed at regulating language relations, changing or preserving the language situation in
the state; the prospects for the development of state language policy in Ukraine in various spheres of social life are
systematized and forecasted, the most important directions of state language policy are determined. It has been
proven that solving language problems in Ukraine requires a scientifically based combination of all promising,
including pan-European trends and world experience in solving them. The dissertation includes proposals for
borrowing foreign experience in the administrative-legal regulation of language relations for Ukraine, which
consists in determining the level of proficiency in the state language of officials, candidates for relevant state
positions, employees in the field of education, judiciary, mass media, etc. It is noted that mechanisms, tools,
measures, and levers are needed on the part of the state authorities in the field of implementation of legislative
norms on language in practice. In particular, one of such levers that is actively used in many countries of the world
are language quotas on television and radio. It is also important for Ukraine to adopt positive experience and
encourage the study of the Ukrainian language, raise its authority among the population. Using the example of
foreign countries, it was concluded that a special state body should be created in Ukraine, which will be
responsible for conducting language policy and will annually report to the public through the mass media about its
achievements and current goals for the near future. Such a state body must interact with local state authorities
and local self-government bodies regarding the implementation of the state language policy in order to obtain
information related to the local language situation and plan language policy taking into account local
characteristics. It is justified that language problems must be solved taking into account the status of
independence and sovereignty of Ukraine and its integration aspirations into the European community. The
development and implementation of relevant laws requires an appropriate language policy to build upon. After all,
individual domestic normative legal acts are fragmentary and cannot effectively define language relations as a
whole. At the same time, the exclusive borrowing of foreign experience without taking into account Ukrainian
international relations, to which lobbying of the interests of ethnic communities is added, makes it impossible to
adopt a general document. If the language legislation is formed as part of the state language policy agreed in
society and at the same time takes into account international legal standards, the risk of increasing tensions and
violent conflicts is significantly reduced. Legislative provision of the state language policy requires, first of all, the
solution of a number of tasks, in particular, the solution of language problems based on the consolidation of
Ukrainian society in accordance with the Constitution of Ukraine.
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
