2. The dissertation substantiates that the COVID-19 pandemic has highlighted the close social interdependence:
the security of everyone depends on the security of the most vulnerable members of society. At the global level,
the interconnectedness of economies has never been more evident than in the rapid spread of health, social and
economic consequences that easily cross state borders. Achieving progress in the maximum change scenario for
the transformation of the welfare state means continued investment in social protection to ensure a people-
centred response to the crisis and for the ultimate recovery. In addition to mitigating the effects of the crisis, this



approach implies a long-term commitment to gradually strengthen social protection systems. The strategy of
minimal change in the transformation of the welfare state is evidence of a backsliding in the failure to translate
calls for solidarity at the global level into concrete action. This trend echoes the experience of previous crises,
when the first signs of recovery led to calls for fiscal consolidation and sometimes austerity. A number of potential
risks arise for contributory social security systems: unpaid social security contributions will not be refunded, social
security reserves will be used without replenishment, and /or billions spent on fiscal response will be transferred
to future debt. Moreover, how and who repays this debt will have significant social justice implications. Calls for
austerity threaten to reduce resources allocated to social protection, undermining its role in reducing inequality
and poverty. It is determined that in the context of the welfare state, the impact of the pandemic was particularly
pronounced in the social, economic and educational spheres. In the social sphere, the consequences of the
pandemic were manifested in five aspects: social vulnerability; social capital; social relations; social mobility; and
social well-being. Social vulnerability is manifested in the fact that the pandemic had a differential impact,
particularly on certain social groups, including national minorities and low-income households. Social capital,
which is a key determinant of resilience to crises, was severely affected by the pandemic. In times of crisis and
disease outbreaks, social capital and trust can facilitate collective action and risk management at the community
level, and communities with higher social capital are more likely to adhere to protective and hygiene practices
during the pandemic. Social ties underpin social relations, which, in both quantitative and qualitative terms, have a
significant impact on the well-being and health of citizens, and their lack increases the risk of morbidity and
mortality. Social ties have deteriorated sharply due to social isolation during the pandemic, with long-term and
profound consequences for the well-being of communities. Social mobility has been affected by reduced social
ties, restrictions and prolonged quarantine restrictions, which have reduced people's activity outside the home,
with long-term impacts on economic activity and social inequality. The social well-being of citizens deteriorated
significantly during the pandemic, as the financial and economic situation directly depended on anti-pandemic
measures, which highlighted the need to change social security regimes. In the economic sphere, the
unprecedented global crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic has led to a global economic downturn and
increased economic and social inequality. Education has become one of the sectors most affected by the pandemic
worldwide, which has impeded the normal operation of the system's institutions, primarily due to long-term
quarantines and pandemic restrictions. It is clarified that the main features of the anti-pandemic measures taken
by governments in different parts of the world and which may have a further impact on the transformation of the
welfare state are: 1) universalism in the provision of social services for a fairly wide range of social groups; 2)
intensification of discussions on the introduction of a universal basic income; 3) inclusiveness: focusing on the
specific needs of previously ignored social groups (women, children, persons with disabilities, minorities); 4)
digitalisation of social services; 5) revision of family policy. The pandemic has also highlighted the importance of
technology, especially the speed of communication, for wellbeing. It turned out that: 1) reaching numerous people,
2) quickly and with 3) minimal opportunities for fraud has become possible only for countries with developed
financial and communication infrastructure, which means widespread use of digital payments, digital identifiers
and data related to these identifiers, such as tax returns.
