2. The dissertation is devoted to the analysis of the phenomenon of imagination in its humanistic openness to the
Other as a factor in the real provision and protection of human rights. The relevance of the research lies in the fact
that the development of civilization, science, art, and philosophy in various manifestations in culture is based on
creative processes that are impossible without imagination. Moreover, with the development of artificial
intelligence, we are increasingly aware that imagination is the basis of human thought and existence. That is why
research into the phenomenon of imagination is becoming increasingly important. Creative processes form the
basis of art, where the creator creates something that does not exist, something that has value for other people



precisely because of the potential of imagination, in the space of which the idea is born. In science, all methods
and results of cognition of the world are also largely the result of the activity of human imagination, and, by and
large, the very picture of the world that we construct requires, first and foremost, a developed imagination.
Therefore, imagination is an integral part of human existence and self-awareness. It is imagination that makes it
possible to create the foundations of material and spiritual culture and acts as a driving force for artistic and
scientific creativity and the process of cognition. The need to study imagination as a remarkable human ability to
transform and create narratives, myths, and symbols through figurative thinking reveals additional aspects of
human existence in times of war and its ability to perceive and transform reality on humanistic grounds, leading to
a just world in which human rights are organic. Perhaps in the near future, with the help of imagination directed
towards compassion and understanding of the Other, additional opportunities will open up to prevent the violation
of human and community rights. The war in Ukraine has exacerbated the problems of existence and world
perception, caused a revaluation of values, and created the need to reform not only the legal sphere as a field of
interaction between the individual and society, but also raised philosophical questions: what are the conditions for
change in the individual’s attitude towards the Other and towards society? An important result of the study is the
understanding of the difference between the concepts of ensuring and protecting human rights. These concepts
are quite similar; at least, their manifestation in our consciousness shows that the phenomena they define overlap.
And yet, they are not identical concepts. Ensuring human rights means preventing their violation by the very logic
of relations between people in a particular community. Whereas the protection of human rights assumes that they
may be violated or have already been violated, and that a person who has been the victim of such a violation needs
support and protection - legal, moral, and social - while the person who is the subject, the cause of the violation of
the rights of the Other, must be punished and at the same time has their own right to legal protection. At the same
time, the concept of «realization of human rights» can combine the concepts of both ensuring and protecting
human rights. It is important to note that in many contexts, the terms «human rights protection» and «human
rights defense» can be quite close to the integral concept, due to the constant and systematic violations of human
rights in the modern world. The study proposes the concept of humanistic imagination. Humanistic imagination is
imagination that leads to consolidation with the Other, rather than manipulation or conflict with them. It is this
kind of imagination that can open up the life world of another person to us, enabling us to ensure their rights in a
real, rather than formal, way. Humanistic imagination, open to the Other, appears as the intersection of three
vectors of human existence: meaning, freedom, and co-creation. In this context, imagination appears not simply as
a function of consciousness, but as a way of existing in a world where every action, thought, and image is directed
toward the affirmation of humanity. Using comparative and hermeneutic methodological approaches, we can
correctly analyze the comprehension of imagination in its openness to the Other, as well as philosophical concepts
of human rights in the history of philosophy and contemporary philosophy.
