2. The dissertation proposes a solution to an applied problem relevant to the science of public administration,
related to the substantiation of theoretical foundations and the development of practical recommendations
regarding the functioning and development of mechanisms for implementing state policy to overcome the
consequences of military actions in Ukraine. The theoretical foundations of state policy in the field of overcoming
the consequences of military actions have been determined. The main definitions of the conceptual and
terminological apparatus of the functioning and development of mechanisms for implementing state policy in the
field of overcoming the consequences of military actions have been established. It has been proven that
mechanisms for overcoming the consequences of military actions should be aimed at restoring the normal
functioning of society and the state, ensuring a decent life for citizens and preserving national identity. The
international experience of public administration in the field of overcoming the consequences of military actions
has been clarified. The current state of functioning of mechanisms for implementing state policy in the field of
overcoming the consequences of military actions has been analyzed. Economic, organizational and legal
mechanisms have been studied. It has been substantiated that state policy should be aimed at restoring economic
activity, attracting investments, supporting small and medium-sized businesses, restoring infrastructure and
ensuring social protection of the population. Building effective state institutions and strengthening democratic
processes are necessary to ensure political stability. International cooperation and integration into the European
and global community are important. Priorities for legal reforms and strategic planning in the field of ensuring
security and law and order after the end of the active phase of hostilities have been identified . The foundations for
the development of democratic civil control in the field of overcoming the consequences of military actions in
Ukraine have been formed. It has been established that in developed countries of the world the practice of
involving the public is widely used to help the state in resolving crisis phenomena, as well as ensuring the
responsibility and transparency of government activities. For effective management in the field of eliminating the
consequences of military actions, strategic management tools were used. It has been proven that that transparent
governance mechanisms, innovative approaches, and active international support are key factors for success in
rebuilding the country.
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
