2. The dissertation explores the implementation of international standards of administrative justice into Ukrainian
legislation and substantiates a series of proposals for national law improving. Based on the systematization and
critical analysis of sources, it is argued that the scholarly understanding of administrative justice has developed as
a multidimensional field of research combining conceptual, comparative, empirical, and historical approaches. It is
established that integration of these diverse scientific directions - from complex analysis and comparative studies
to empirical examination of judicial practice and historical and legal reconstruction - creates the foundation for a
deeper understanding of administrative justice as a holistic legal phenomenon designed to ensure effective control
over public authority and guarantee the realization of human rights in the sphere of public administration. It is
demonstrated that the combination of systemic and structural, comparative, normative and dogmatic, axiological,
historical and legal, and hermeneutic methods is the methodological basis of the research. The synergy of these
methods allows one to view the implementation of international standards as a multi-level reconfiguration of



Ukraine’s administrative justice system in accordance with European principles of the rule of law, where text and
practice, form and substance, norm and value appear as interrelated elements of a unified transformative dynamic.
It is determined that the quintessence of the comparative analysis of administrative justice in France, Germany,
Romania, and Poland is perceiving that, despite differences in institutional models, all of them embody the same
methodological idea: subordination of public authority to law as an expression of the rule of law. The French
dualistic model affirmed the autonomy of public law; the German model transformed the law-based state principle
into a functional norm; the Romanian system demonstrated the possibility of integrating administrative justice into
a unified judiciary without losing specialization; and the Polish model combined institutional stability with
procedural flexibility. These four models together represent the diversity of the continental legal tradition, united
by effective judicial control over administration, doctrinal support for judicial practice, and genuine protection of
human rights. It is emphasized that the experience of these states shows various but equally effective ways of
building efficient administrative justice: the coexistence of both autonomous (France, Germany, and Poland) and
integrated (Romania) models; the necessity of high judicial specialization regardless of institutional form; the
expediency of multi-tier court system to ensure quality review; and the importance of balancing access to justice
with its efficiency. Given universal principles prove that the effectiveness of administrative justice depends not so
much on the form of organization as on its ability to ensure real control over public authority and the restoration
of violated rights. It is found out that the evolution of administrative justice within common law systems reflects
the emergence of a new standard of judicial control—the standard of legitimacy of administrative action, which
goes beyond traditional formal and legal approach. This standard is based not only on assessing legality but also on
evaluating the reasonableness, good faith, proportionality, and justification of administrative decisions. Within this
framework, the court becomes not merely a “guardian of legality” but a guarantor of good governance as a
practical embodiment of the rule of law. British flexibility, American codification, Canadian diferential balance, and
Australian constitutionally restrained exceptionalism form not isolated paradigms but interrelated mechanisms
that adaptively respond to the challenges of discretionary power (the concept of an “interconnected mechanism of
judicial control”). The unifying conceptual core of the British, American, Canadian, and Australian models lies in the
shift from legal control of action to the assessment of its democratic legitimacy, i.e., its consistency with principles
of fairness, transparency, and public accountability. This trend indicates the formation of a universal direction in
the development of administrative justice - from “control over authority” to “control within the rule of law.” This
constitutes the conceptual foundation for the modernization of administrative justice in continental legal systems.
It is determined that common law systems not only demonstrate the practical implementation of the rule of law
but also form a global benchmark of adaptive judicial control that ensures authority’s accountability without
impairing administrative function efficiency - a valuable reference point for transforming post-Soviet models of
public administration.
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
