2. The dissertation, based on a comprehensive legal analysis of regulatory and legal principles, the theory of
administrative law and the active practice of the state as a party to public-private partnership, identifies the
essence, features and directions for the development of administrative and legal principles for the implementation
of public-private partnership in property management in Ukraine. It has been revealed that public-private
partnerships in real estate management, as an object of administrative and legal regulation, are a subtype of
public-private partnerships. These partnerships arise as a form of collaboration between the public sector and
private entities (partners) in the process of involving private partners in real estate management, creating the need
for comprehensive administrative and legal regulation to ensure the state's function as a guarantor of public
interests, the distribution of risks between partners, and the general administration of the execution process of
public-private agreements on real estate management. The normative and legal framework for public-private
partnerships in real estate management in Ukraine has been defined as a system of legally binding norms and rules
that regulate relations between the state and private partners in the field of joint management of real estate assets.
The goals, tasks, and principles of public-private partnerships in real estate management have been defined. It is
noted that the purpose of public-private partnerships in real estate management is to create a long-term
partnership that ensures sustainable societal development, improves the quality of life for the population, and
enables efficient management of real estate through the rational use of financial, human, and technological



resources. The tasks of such partnerships encompass a wide range of issues, from economic to social, whose
implementation allows for more effective use of state property and contributes to solving various societal
problems (such as housing provision, infrastructure development, and improving the quality of life). The areas of
implementation of public-private partnerships in real estate management are outlined as follows: Restoration of
real estate assets; Development of infrastructure projects (primarily residential real estate, transportation, tourism
infrastructure, water supply, etc.); Intellectualization of property management (Smart Property Management);
Energy-efficient modernization of real estate objects; Real estate management with a focus on social
responsibility; Rationalization of property management; Protection of real estate assets. The system of entities
involved in implementing public-private partnerships (PPPs) in real estate management in Ukraine has been
identified and is conditionally divided into: 1) entities of legal regulation and provision; 2) parties to the public-
private partnership; 3) additional entities whose activities are aimed at promoting the development of public-
private partnerships. It was determined that the forms of implementation of public-private partnerships in real
estate management are tools used by public administration entities to provide regulatory, enforcement, and
administrative services that ensure the functioning of public-private partnerships mechanisms in property

management.
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
