2. In the dissertation 2522 names and their variants collected by the author in expeditionary way during 1998 -
2000 in 82 Transcarpathian, Boiko, Hutsul and Bukovyna patoises have been analyzed for the first time. A
lexicologo-ethymologic analysis of the names related to 172 realities has been done and it has been established that
60 units are known in most or in the majority of Slavonic languages belonging to the names of parent Slavonic or
common Slavonic origin. A significant part of the Ukrainian Carpathian vocabulary has parallels in some other



Slavonic languages among which the common east Slavonic formation make up the largest group. The main ways
and means of nomination have been defined. It has been found out that enriching the names of food and kitchen
utensils by simple (one- lexeme) units is performed as a result of word formation (almost two thirds of the
investigated names), reinterpretation of words (more than 20%) and adoption of ready names from other
languages (9,5%)/ A great number of new names are formed by suffixal way from verbal (40%), adjective (34%) and
substantive (26%) stems. The borrowings from Hungarian (40% of all foreign lingual elements), Polish (more than
28%) and Romanian (more than 16%), considerably less - from Russian (7,5%), Slovak and some other languages
make up the largest group. The Ukrainian Carpathian names of food and kitchen utensils are also replenished by a
considerable number of compound names (23% of total quantity of the investigated names). For a certain part of
this vocabulary the process of archaizing is characteristic due to falling some meals, kinds of ware and kitchen
utensils into disuse, changing in housekeeping and so on. The relation of Ukrainian Carpathian patoises to the
Ukrainian literary language and other Ukrainian dialects in the field of the indicated vocabulary has been
ascertained. In particular it has been established that more than 140 lexical units are common to the whole people
and corresponding to norm in the Ukrainian literary langua ge. A great number of Carpathian names are known in
neighbouring lemko, naddnistryanski, pokutski, podilski as well as pivdennovolynski, zakhidnopoliski and some
other Ukrainian patoises. But there are some regionalisms in the investigated vocabulary which in other Ukrainian
dialects outside the Carpathians are not known.
