2. The dissertation study «Sociocultural and existential dimensions of loneliness of modern man» comprehensively
analyzes the phenomenon of loneliness taking into account the transformational aspects of modern life, which are
expressed in the radical changes in civilization of the XX-XXI centuries: digitalization, the dominance of social
networks, which are a new panopticon, a new ethics and morality, which allows you to cancel intellectuals, heroize
criminals and lead a modern person with the help of new means of power - trends, exams and «cancel culture».
The relevance of the study is due to the fact that classical interpretations of loneliness (psychological, sociological
or anthropological) are not enough for a modern thorough explanation of the reasons for the alienation of modern
man, because the digital age has led to the dominance of trends and simulacra, the domination of cancel culture
and the romanticization of crime. The work explores a paradoxical phenomenon: striving for communication,

modern human is increasingly exposed to existential loneliness. Modern human loses not only privacy, but also



freedom of speech, autonomy and the ability to true subjectivity. The study substantiates that social networks,
which initially were supposed to become a new arena for a constructive dialogue between people, turned into a
form of panopticon, where each subject is at the same time the overseer and the object of control (as described by
M. Foucault). The work proves that the cause of loneliness is a combination of technological, sociocultural and
power mechanisms of influence, where new hierarchies are created, and a person actually escapes from freedom.
The author paid attention to the phenomena of «cancel culture» and the aggression of the crowd, which cause the
marginalization of intellectuals, lead to the devaluation of humanistic values and the formation of new types of
exiles of the 21st century - «hermits» in the panopticon and social environment. The author proposed the term
«personal dislike of the social network». Among the problematic aspects of loneliness are analyzed: the imposition
of trends as an instrument of power, the formation of behavioral algorithms, as well as the mechanisms of
glorification of lone criminals and the glorification of war criminals that affect mass consciousness and replace the
foundations of morality and ethics. In the historical and philosophical part of the study, the author traces the
evolution of interpretations of the concept of loneliness from antiquity to the era of postmodernism. The work
systematically shows that loneliness has always had controversial assessments: Plato considered loneliness a loss
of integrity, the Stoics the only way to stability and integrity, Petrarch considered loneliness a necessity for a
modern person, modernists broke with the world through loneliness, and postmodernists see the alienation of
modern man in connection with the dominance of digital technologies and social networks. The distinction of
loneliness, proposed in the meta-anthropology of N. Khamitov, is emphasized: the Ukrainian philosopher
distinguishes between destructive loneliness and constructive solitude, which makes it possible to fit the
phenomenon into three dimensions of human existence - ordinary, boundary and meta-boundary. The
methodological basis of the work is based on the concepts of M. Foucault, in particular governmentality,
supervision and punishment, as well as the analysis of the exam as a tool for forming a social hierarchy and
weeding out the «unreliable». Using the ideas of J. Baudrillard on simulacra and simulation, the author of the study
describes the influence of mediareality on the construction of loneliness and the blurring of the boundaries
between the real and the fictional in the being of modern man. The concept of "escape from freedom" by E. Fromm
is used to analyze the existence of a modern person, where he (a person) is engaged in an escape from freedom,
actually giving his own freedom in exchange for a peaceful existence, comfort and security, despite the fact that
being in the digital world cannot guarantee these rights and freedoms. The scientific novelty of the work consists
in the complex analysis of sociocultural and existential dimensions of loneliness of modern man, first carried out in
Ukrainian philosophical anthropology. The author takes into account the influence of digital technologies, social
networks, new mechanisms of power, the dominance of trends and simulacra, cancel culture. The work proves
that the loneliness of modern man is not only a state of internal alienation, but also an organized space created by
power. It is clarified that the destructive potential of loneliness of modern man can be transformed into
constructive through solitude, creativity and rethinking of one's own subjectivity.
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
