2. In the dissertation the theoretical substantiation of mechanisms of public administration in the sphere of social
protection of veterans and their families in the conditions of modern challenges caused by full-scale aggression
and reintegration processes is carried out. The paper analyzes the problems of the regulatory framework in this
area, including: Insufficient coordination between authorities, limited funding, lack of an integrated approach to
the provision of social services, non-compliance with international standards presented by the UN, EU, ILO and
NATO documents. A thorough analysis of the institutional and organizational mechanism of regulation of public
administration in the field of social protection of war veterans and their families has been carried out and the main
theoretical approaches to understanding the institutional and organizational mechanism as a complex system
combining regulatory, administrative, financial and technical tools for coordinating the activities of state bodies,
local self-government bodies have been determined, civil society and international institutions. The article
analyzes the activities of key actors involved in the implementation of the policy of social protection of veterans, in
particular, evaluated: The contribution of the Ministry of Veterans Affairs of Ukraine, the Fund for Social



Protection of persons with Disabilities, the centers of social services, which are actively implementing support
programs at the local level, offering advice, psychological assistance and reintegration programs. It offers
clarification of interpretation of institutional and organizational mechanism of regulation of public administration
in the sphere of social protection of war veterans and members of their families as a system that integrates
resources, coordinates management processes and creates conditions for the provision of social services,
rehabilitation, adaptation, employment, legal and psychological support. A comprehensive analysis of assistance
programs is carried out and the main problems and challenges that affect the effectiveness of these programs are
analyzed: limited access of war veterans and their families to quality medical services due to insufficient financing
of the health care system, lack of specialized resources and complexity of the procedures for obtaining the
necessary assistance; not adequate housing security; bureaucratic procedures; etc. A number of strategic
approaches, which include simplification of procedures for granting benefits, automation of processes, creation of
a single electronic register of recipients of social services, ensuring stable financing and improving
interdepartmental coordination, have been proposed. The approaches to adaptation of international experience in
the practice of social protection of war veterans and their families in Ukraine have been improved, which will allow
implementing effective models of social security, focused on the real needs of the studied category of citizens,
their comprehensive rehabilitation, psychological assistance, professional adaptation and creating conditions for
the integration of veterans into society. The systems of social protection of war veterans and their families in the
EU and NATO countries have been studied, which allowed to determine effective practices for improving public
administration in this area, in particular: Such key areas of support as medical rehabilitation, psychological
assistance, vocational retraining programs, financial support and housing benefits. The prospects for the
introduction of innovative technologies such as telemedicine, a single digital platform for the integration of social
programs, as well as artificial intelligence tools and Big data for the personalization of services and forecasting the
needs of war veterans and their families have been determined. It has been found that the modern system of social
protection requires an integrated approach, which includes not only material support, but also rehabilitation,
psychological assistance and professional adaptation of veterans, but also requires effective coordination between
state institutions, public organizations, expert community and the private sector through the proposal to create a
special coordination body, implementation of digital platforms to ensure transparency of resource allocation and
increase the availability of social services, development of public-private partnership. It is proved that the
proposed models provide not only optimization of the processes of providing social assistance to war veterans and
their families, but also contribute to the creation of a stable support system capable of adapting to new challenges.
