2. The thesis is devoted to the analysis of the problem of emotive language in regards to the possibilities of its
legitimacy as a persuasive means in the argumentative process. The thesis identifies some theoretical problems
concerning the historical evolution of the study of emotive language in real arguments. Among them are the
problems concerning its legitimacy, effectiveness and persuasive power in the various historical epochs, from
ancient times to modern theory of argumentation. The thesis examines some theoretical problems regarding with
historical evolution of the study of emotive language tools in logic, rhetoric, dialectic and eristic. The author
highlights various historical epochs, from ancient times to modern informal study of argumentation. Among them
are Ancient India, Ancient Greece, Ancient Rome, Middle Ages, Renaissance, the Modern Period, Enlightenment
and XIX century. In addition, the author analyzes modern state of affairs in informal study of argumentation
concerning the problem of emotive language (from the middle of the 20th century to nowadays). First of all, such
investigations were positively represented in the works of C. Stevenson. His ideas have become the basis for
further developments of view on legitimate using of emotive language in real argument. Among his followers are A.
Aberdein, K. Burgess-Jackson, M. Gilbert, R. Kublikowski, F. Macagno, E. Schiappa, D. Walton and others. The thesis
provides a view on evolution and development of the problem of unexpressed premises in two historical

non

approaches - logical and rhetorical, and in three modern concepts (by S. Gerritsen) - "pluralism", "modern
deductivism" and "neither pluralism nor deductivism". Also, the author investigates and assesses the possibility of
effective interaction between emotive language, context and unexpressed premises.
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
