2. The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the transformation of the European Union's
diplomacy in the post-Lisbon period (2009-2024), which marked a stage of profound institutional, normative, and
geopolitical changes in the EU’s foreign policy. The primary focus is placed on assessing the impact of the Lisbon
Treaty on the institutional structure of EU diplomacy, the formation of new strategies and external action
mechanisms, and the Union’s adaptation to the dynamic architecture of contemporary international relations. The
relevance of the study is due to the need to rethink the role of the European Union in the context of global
instability, increasing authoritarian tendencies, Russia's war against Ukraine, as well as the growing demand for
effective mechanisms of multilateral governance. Special attention is given to the exploration of new forms of EU
diplomatic activity, in particular public and digital diplomacy, as well as the practice of using sanctions as a tool of
influence. The theoretical and methodological basis of the dissertation is based on the combination of the concept
of neoliberal institutionalism and the theory of the normative power of the EU, which enables a holistic analysis of
the structural and value-based foundations of European diplomacy. The research methodology draws on case
study analysis, discourse analysis, comparative and systemic approaches. The empirical core of the study focuses



on the EU’s response to Russia’s war against Ukraine as a case of diplomatic instruments mobilized in a crisis
situation. The dissertation traces a gradual shift in the balance between the EU’s normative ambitions and
pragmatic geopolitical approaches, which is reflected in its new strategies concerning sanctions policy, global
partnerships, and security provision. The study also explores institutional coordination mechanisms among
member states, as well as the interaction between the European External Action Service, the European Council,
and national diplomatic representations. It demonstrates that despite existing challenges - such as internal
disagreements, limited resources, and external pressure - the EU has managed to strengthen both its foreign
policy identity and its instrumental effectiveness. The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the
comprehensive study of EU diplomacy in the post-Lisbon period within the context of contemporary international
relations. The following provisions can be attributed to the novelty of the research. For the first time: - theoretical
approaches to the analysis of EU diplomacy have been systematized, in particular the concept of neoliberal
institutionalism and the theory of normative power Europe. The study provides a detailed examination of how
these theoretical paradigms explain the formation of the Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP). It is argued
that neoliberal institutionalism emphasizes the importance of institutional design and cooperation among member
states, while the theory of normative power focuses on the promotion of values such as democracy, human rights,
and the rule of law as instruments of influence in the international system; - new challenges to the EU’s foreign
policy in the post-Lisbon period have been analyzed, including the changing geopolitical context, the escalation of
conflicts, rising tensions among global actors, and the strengthening of nationalist sentiments within member
states; - the practical dimension of the EU’s activity in a crisis situation has been explored through the case of the
Russo-Ukrainian war. The study provides a detailed analysis of how diplomatic instruments - including sanctions,
mediation, and support for multilateral initiatives - are employed to respond to the crisis. Special attention is given
to the role of digital diplomacy in the EU’s strategic communications and in mobilizing international support.
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
