2. The dissertation is devoted to the theoretical generalization and practical solution of the scientific task of
developing the foundations of the methodology for investigating crimes against the life and health of a person
committed by members of informal youth groups (associations). Based on a systematic analysis, a forensic
characterization of crimes against the life and health of a person committed by members of youth informal groups
(associations) is provided. It has been established that for a detailed characterization of the personality of a young
informal criminal, the following components should be taken into account: 1) demographic (age, gender, marital
status, health status, etc.); 2) moral and ethical (value orientations, ethnic identity, level of intelligence, worldview);
3) psychological (psycho-emotional state, system of ideas about one's own personality, autostigmatization, ability
to adapt); 4) mental (state of mind, heredity); 5) socio-economic (labor (educational) activity, economic security,



family relations). It has been proven that information about the forensically significant personality traits of an
informal criminal is of great importance for increasing the efficiency of detecting, investigating and solving crimes
committed by members of informal youth criminal groups (associations). In this context, a number of
characteristic features inherent in members of informal youth groups (associations) are of great importance: 1)
they create their own system of values and ideology, different from that customary in society, which is
characterized by nihilism, conflict, and denial of generally accepted ethical, cultural, moral, and legal norms in
society; 2) when a person is involved in an informal association, a complete change in his or her worldview is
observed and the member of the informal youth group (association)'s perception of himself or herself and the
environment actually changes; 3) members are characterized by unmotivated, increased cruelty and uncontrolled
aggression; 4) they may commit criminal offenses spontaneously or in an organized manner; 5) the number of
members can range from a few to thousands of people. Some informal youth groups (associations) can be
transnational in nature, and the commission of criminal offenses is systematic, organized; 6) most members abuse
alcohol, drugs, and may have other types of addiction, such as gambling; 7) they usually do not study or work, that
is, they have a low income and a low level of intelligence, although there are exceptions; 8) offenses can be
committed for selfish motives, for hooligan reasons, as well as on the basis of an extremist worldview, on the basis
of racial, national, linguistic, or religious hatred; 9) may have common features of speech (slang), clothing,
appearance (hairstyle, makeup, tattoos, etc.) or leave certain "ritual" or "ceremonial” signs at the scene of the
criminal offense. The method of committing crimes against the life and health of a person by members of informal
youth groups (associations) as a phenomenon of objective reality has a systemic pattern regarding the preparation
(preparation) of the commission and concealment of traces, as well as the use of appropriate instruments of
committing crimes and has the following determination: firstly, the personality of the subject of the criminal
offense, that is, an informal criminal (14-35 years old); secondly, the motive, which can be selfish, hooligan, based
on racial, national, linguistic, religious hatred, etc.; thirdly, the type of offense, in the studied issue, is criminal
offenses against the life and health of a person, provided for in Articles 115, 119, 120, 121, 122, 123, 125, 126, 127, 128,
129, 135, 136 of Section II of Part II of the Special Criminal Code of Ukraine. The need to distinguish between the
legal categories of "circumstances of a crime (criminal offense)" and "circumstances of committing a crime
(criminal offense)" and their relationship as a whole and parts, which are in a systemic connection, influence the
development of versions and the course of the investigation, is argued. The term "crime (criminal offense)
circumstances" is proposed to mean the organic unity of interconnected basic and optional elements of objective
reality that determine typical circumstances at different stages and are relevant to certain types of crimes
(criminal offenses). At the same time, the structure of the crime situation should include basic and optional
elements. The basic (basic, mandatory) elements include place and time, situation, and the optional elements
include material, natural and climatic, industrial and household, socio-psychological and other factors that have
relevant forensic significance for certain types of crimes. The circumstances of committing a crime (criminal
offense) are proposed to be understood as the systemic unity of geospatial and temporal conditions of committing
a crime (criminal offense), typical for certain types.
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
