2. The thesis presents the theoretical and empirical study of the concept of communicative-speech style in the
context of the students’ interpersonal interaction.The concept of communicative-speech style is operationalized
as a systemic personality characteristic that determines his/her communicative-speech behavior, and determines
the predominant way of communicative tasks solution, as well as the nature of interaction with the social world by
means of speech.The main categorical units of communicative-speech style are defined: interpersonal interaction,
communicative-speaking competence, cognitive styles and communication styles.Four types of verbal
communicative styles were theoretically and empirically described: direct-indirect, complex-compressed,
personal-contextual, instrumental-affective, each of which corresponds to the corresponding content. The
indicators of the effectiveness/destructiveness of the personality style were defined: optimality, compensatory,
adaptability and effectiveness.The model of communicative-speech styles in the stylistic organization of the
student’s personality assumes that the styles are determined by the temperament, motor and perceptual styles,
styles of operations and actions; directly related to cognitive styles; function on a level and in unity with such
components as: emotional, motivational, attributive, protective styles, styles of coping, behaviour and activities.
The styles perform the following functions planning, interaction, adaptive, instrumental, regulatory and control

functions.
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
