- Hetman Petro
Sahaidachnyi National Army Academy. - Lviv, 2025. The relevance of the study is primarily due to the improvement
of the domestic chaplaincy system in the Armed Forces of Ukraine (hereinafter - AFU), the need to increase the
motivation, education, spiritual and life guidelines of AFU servicemen in the context of the war of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine. Chaplaincy in the Ukrainian army began to develop actively in 2014 in response to
Russian aggression. In post-socialist countries (Poland, Hungary, Romania, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Estonia,
Lithuania, Latvia), this process started earlier. Since these countries are NATO members, the experience of their
chaplaincy services is important for improving the chaplaincy system in the Armed Forces, especially given
Ukraine's aspirations to join the Alliance. Based on a wide range of sources and scientific literature, a
comprehensive study of the experience of creating and functioning of chaplaincy in post-socialist countries of the
90s of the XX - early XXI century was first carried out. Scientific research is aimed at studying pastoral activities in
post-socialist countries, the history of its creation and functioning, as well as analyzing the evolution of the
creation of the institute of chaplaincy in the Armed Forces of Ukraine, the structure of chaplaincy itself and the



tasks assigned to it. The dissertation research is based on both domestic and Western sources. The first chapter of
the dissertation highlights that the topic of military chaplaincy in the countries of Central and Eastern Europe, the
Baltic States and the Caucasus has not previously been the subject of in-depth scientific analysis either in Ukraine
or abroad. For the first time in Ukrainian historiography, sources related to the regulatory framework of these
countries have been put into circulation. It has been established that, unlike chaplains in other countries,
Ukrainian priests have a unique experience of serving in real war since 2014. This experience is valuable for NATO
countries, while Ukraine can benefit from their organizational and legal approach to chaplaincy service.
Chronological scope of the study: 1991-2023, covering the transformation period after the collapse of the USSR and
the active phase of Russia's war against Ukraine. The second section is devoted to the analysis of the formation and
functioning of chaplaincy in the countries of Central and Eastern Europe after the collapse of the socialist camp.
The legal framework, forms and methods of work of military chaplains in Poland, Hungary, Romania, Czech
Republic, Slovakia, Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia are studied. The third section examines the specifics of chaplaincy
in post-Soviet countries, in particular in Russia, where the institution of military chaplaincy does not officially
exist. Instead, it is dominated by the Russian Orthodox Church, which carries out propaganda activities and
discriminates against other denominations. Unlike the Russian Federation, Ukraine has a more developed, open
and flexible chaplaincy system adapted to the conditions of modern warfare. The fourth section is devoted to the
formation, development and legislative regulation of the chaplaincy service in the Armed Forces of Ukraine from
1991 to the present. For the first time, the rights and obligations of chaplains were enshrined in law, which
provided them with social protection and stability of service, in particular during hostilities. The general
conclusion of the dissertation study emphasizes that military chaplaincy in post-Soviet countries plays an
important role in providing spiritual and psychological support to military personnel. The materials of the study
can be used by relevant authorities and institutions in the creation or improvement of regulations concerning
chaplaincy in the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Practical recommendations will be useful for improving the structure
of chaplaincy in the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Keywords: chaplain, pastoral service, military-religious relations,
Armed Forces of Ukraine, Ukrainian diaspora, Russian-Ukrainian war, occupation, volunteer activity, post-socialist
countries, NATO, religion, church, Orthodox Church, Greek Catholic Church, sexton.
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
