2. The dissertation is devoted to solving the urgent task of public administration science - deepening the
theoretical foundations of the functioning of the public administration mechanism in the resort and recreation
sphere and developing recommendations for its improvement. The terminological tools in the context of resort
and recreational discourse were studied, which made it possible to structure the semantic field of basic conceptual
constructs. This is of significant importance for the scientific community and professional circles in terms of
communicative interaction and unified interpretation of key components and their mutual correlations. The
systematization of approaches to the mechanism of public administration revealed scientific differences, which
necessitated further clarification of its essential characteristics. This study substantiates the understanding of the
“mechanism of public administration” as a key element of organizational architecture and the decision-making
process at various levels of public administration. The study of scientific approaches revealed that the essence of
the public administration mechanism lies not only in decision-making, but also in ensuring effective interaction
between actors at all levels of its functioning, including local self-government. In the course of studying the
essential characteristics of the public administration mechanism in the resort and recreation sector, the essence
of the concept of “public administration mechanism in the resort and recreation sector” has been refined in terms
of its purpose and scope of application. It has been established that the current regulatory framework does not
always provide adequate tools for the effectiveness of the public administration mechanism in the resort and
recreation sector. The need to strengthen state supervision over certain categories of natural therapeutic
resources (such as sea water, natural landscapes, climatic complexes) has been proven, which, despite their
therapeutic significance and status as objects of general nature use, do not fall under the classification of subsoil
or mineral resources. Given the identified problem of insufficient information transparency and accessibility of
data on natural healing resources, the expediency of developing and implementing a unified register or creating an

information platform where all information on natural healing resources will be accumulated, including permits,



namely: permits for use, medical /balneological conclusions, licenses, quality control protocols in accordance with
established regulatory requirements. Based on an analysis of foreign practices in the functioning of public
administration mechanisms in the resort and recreation sector (in particular, the experience of France, Turkey,
Italy, Austria, and Slovenia), the feasibility of adapting a number of approaches has been substantiated. Strategic
guidelines for the functioning of the public management mechanism in the resort and recreation sector have been
identified, based on a system of criteria for assessing its effectiveness, which provides practical tools for
monitoring and verifying their implementation. In the process of improving the mechanism of public
administration in the resort and recreation sector, decentralization is of particular importance, as it allows for
more efficient use of local resources thanks to a deep understanding of territorial specifics, cultural heritage, and
infrastructure, facilitating a rapid response to market needs and the elimination of bureaucratic barriers. A
conceptual model for the integration of project management has been developed, covering the strategic,
operational, institutional, and resource levels, which allows for comprehensive management of changes and
initiatives in the industry. The successful implementation of this model requires overcoming existing barriers, in
particular bureaucratic inertia and resistance to innovation, which requires educational work and strengthening
the professional capacity of public servants.
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
